Report of the Chief of Police – presented by Captain Jerry Desmond
· The two prospective officer candidates accepted positions with the New London Police Department; hiring process for two vacant positions has begun.

· Ordinance drafted for tax abatement for spouses of Police Officers and Firefighters (paid or volunteer) who die in the line of duty.  Will turn over to Selectmen for review.

· DOT Correspondence – DOT requiring Stop & Shop pay to widen Route 2.
