Mystic Harbor Management Commission

February 1, 2007
The Mystic Harbor Management Commission held a regular meeting on Thursday, February 1, 2007 at 7:30 p.m. at the Fourth District Voting Hall.  Commission members present were:  Chairman David Carreau, Lou Allyn, Oliver Wilson, Jack Washburn, Richard Lotz, Jack Lee and Fred Allard.  Harbormaster Paul Watts was present.  Stonington resident David Menzies was present.
Call to Order

Chairman Carreau called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.
The Commission said the pledge of allegiance.
Approval of Minutes

Mr. Allyn made a motion to accept the January 4, 2007 minutes.  Mr. Washburn seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved by the Commission.

Mooring Permit Renewals
Harbormaster Watts mailed 205 mooring permit renewal forms approximately 10 days ago.  The renewal letter includes the requirement that all mooring floats must have the assigned ID# visible or the float will be considered abandoned.
Derelict Boats
Mr. Murphy asked Harbormaster Watts about the status of his mooring application.  This application is on the waiting list pending the court case on CT 2553 AL 03.
Dredging of Federal Channel – Funding
A meeting was held on January 30, 2007 at North Cove Harbor, Old Saybrook.  Mr. Allyn will obtain the minutes.
Pumpout Boat Payment
The Commission will make payment of $1,500.00 to the Town of Groton for 2006 participation of the pumpout boat.
DEP-Public Access-Old Mystic-Sign Wording

The DEP and the developer of Admiral Cove are negotiating whether to install a ramp in the public access.  The Commission made suggestions to the developer for the public access sign while reviewing the dock permit application last year.
Bill No. 5658–Abandoned Vessels-Public Act No. 06-121 (2006 Session Designation)
First Selectman Brown sent a letter dated 01/22/07 to State Senator Maynard requesting 2007 follow-up legislation regarding the liability issue of derelict boats.  The ultimate solution is an analysis and rewrite of the seven CT General Statutes associated with this problem.  As a minimum the Stonington town attorney has prepared wording for a second “Quick Fix” to take care of the town’s immediate liability.
COP Simonds – 37 Roseleah Drive – 01/02/07

Mr. Lotz made a motion that the Commission reviewed without comment the certificate of permission to repair the seawall.  Mr. Allard seconded the motion and it was so voted.
COP Lignum Vitae – 14 Holmes Street – 01/02/07

Mr. Washburn made a motion that the Commission reviewed without comment the certificate of permission to reconstruct the timber pier.  Mr. Allyn seconded the motion and it was so voted.

Masons Island Bridge Repair – Town Engineering Letter of 01/19/07

Improvements to the bridge are anticipated to be completed prior to May 25, 2007.  It is understood that during the construction phase, small boaters would be blocked from using the bridge from 7a.m. to 3:30 p.m. Monday through Friday.  The permit for this work had been reviewed at the Commission’s January 2007 meeting.
COP ST. Edmunds Retreat – Enders Island – 12/07/06
Mr. Allard made a motion that the Commission reviewed without comment the certificate of permission to repoint the mortar in the seawall.  Mr. Lee seconded the motion and it was so voted.

Proposed Bills for 2007 Legislature
#429 – Marine law enforcement vehicles would have the same enforcement powers as regular law enforcement.

#5012- Increase Connecticut Harbormasters pay by 10%.

#5463-Harbormasters can cite vessels that create wakes in “no wake” zones with an infraction.

#5533-Allow certain amphibious vehicles to operate in Long Island Sound as passenger vessels.

#5369-All types of equipment would be required to use a percentage of biodiesel fuel in their fuel tanks.

#5363-$100 million to be designated for clean water fund.
