Mystic Harbor Management Commission

April 5, 2007
The Mystic Harbor Management Commission held a regular meeting on Thursday, April 5, 2007 at 7:30 p.m. at the Fourth District Voting Hall.  Commission members present were:  Chairman David Carreau, Lou Allyn, Oliver Wilson, and Richard Lotz.  Harbormaster Paul Watts; Paul Bates, Chairman of the Groton Harbor Management Commission; and Keith Neilson of Docko, Inc. were present.
Call to Order

Chairman Carreau called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.
The Commission said the pledge of allegiance.
Approval of Minutes

Mr. Allyn made a motion to accept the March 1, 2007 minutes.  Mr. Wilson seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved by the Commission.

Remote Floats – Docko Presentation

Keith Neilson asked the Commission to consider use of remote floats in the future.  Remote floats would allow marina expansion by increasing the density of moorings in the estuary.    As stated in the MHMC letter of February 14, 2004, the Commission’s current policy prohibits the use of remote floats.  It was recognized that the balance between expansion and the present culture is a basic issue.
Mooring Permit Renewals
Harbormaster Watts reported that 2007 mooring permit fees of $1,190 were deposited at Town Hall on February 22, 2007 and $350.00 on March 20, 2007.  He sent a reminder letter dated March 19, 2007 to those permittees who had not responded within the renewal period.  To date, 55 individuals remain on the mooring waiting list.
Dredging of Federal Channel – Funding
Mr. Allyn will contact Representative Joe Courtney’s Washington office for assistance in recouping the $400,000.00 in federal funding that had been designated for testing and sampling the Mystic River.
Raised Bill No. 7184 (Abandoned Vessels) LCG No. 4197 (2007)
The process of revising the existing CT General Statues regarding the liability issue of derelict boats is ongoing.  Chairman Carreau, First Selectman Brown and Attorney Londregan have offered comments for incorporation.

The brochure is currently being printed and will be available for sale.
Jailhouse Point – Summer Status

Later this month, Harbormaster Watts, Chairman Carreau, and Commissioners Wilson and Allyn, will prepare the ramp and float for summer use.
Perkins Farm – March 9, 2007 Letter from Branse, Willis & Knapp, LLC
MHMC Commissioners received a copy of the letter asking that Branse, Willis & Knapp, LLC receive notice by mail of any Commission meeting in which matters relating to the Perkins Farm are on the agenda.

DEP COP – Mystic Seaport Request Dated 02/14/07
Mr. Allyn made a motion that the Commission reviewed without comment the application to clean out and control sand in the corners of the lift dock.  Mr. Wilson seconded the motion and it was so voted.  Mr. Lotz abstained.

Washington Street Noank Shipyard Parking Special Use Permit
A request relative to the regulation requiring parking space per each boat slip will be signed off by Chairman Carreau.  The Planning and Zoning Commission recently changed the parking regulation at marinas.

Mr. Lotz made a motion that the Commission reviewed without comment the application on the modification and update to their boat lift system.  Mr. Wilson seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.
