PAWCATUCK RIVER HARBOR MANAGEMENT COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

June 14, 2007
Chairman Dilley called the meeting to order at 7:06pm.  Those present at this meeting of the Pawcatuck River Harbor Management Commission, held at the Edythe K. Richmond Homes Community Building were:

Chairman Dilley appointed Mr. Schaub as a voting member this evening in Dr. Berman’s stead.  

The May 2007, minutes were reviewed.  Mr. Smith made a motion to accept the minutes as is.   Mr. Chalecki seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.
There were no reports from the harbor master, state and local officials.  Mooring applications were, once again, discussed.  The issue of time frame from mooring application and placement of mooring was brought up.  It was reiterated that until a plan was in place, such issues are at the discretion of the harbor master. 

There were no local or state representatives present.  Mrs. Ballou read the Finance Report.  If money is not spent before the end of this fiscal year, it will be lost.  Chairman Dilley placed this matter under New Business for this evening’s meeting. 
Correspondence is as follows:

Letter from Dr. Gail Shea, enclosing four additional self-addressed stamped envelopes, containing $0.41 postage.  Chairman Gilley will return the postage due envelopes previously received to Dr. Shea.


Email from Town Hall office, asking if the latest draft of the Plan be removed from the Town’s home page.  At present said Plan is on both the Town’s home page and this Commission’s web site.  Chairman Dilley advised that the Plan can be removed from the home page, but remain on this Commission’s web site.

Email from Town Hall regarding posting of commission minutes and agendas.


Notice from DEP entitled Availability of Boating Infrastructure Grants.

Under Old Business, the Plan has not been returned from DEP.  However, Chairman Dilley does not expect major changes to it.  Therefore, members discussed their approach following its return from DEP.  The Plan may go to referendum under two situations.  Selectmen can force a referendum, or a member, or members of the public at the town meeting that the Plan is presented, can ask for a referendum.  If the latter, a petition of signatures must be presented at the next meeting of the selectmen.  

If a referendum is sought, Mrs. Ballou presented her idea for a flyer, making the public aware of same.

Chairman Dilley advised that he was contacted by a reported from The Westerly Sun, after the last posting of the Plan on the Commission’s web site.  He will keep The Sun up to date on Plan status. 
Under New Business, it was discussed how to spend this Commission’s budgeted monies.  Mrs. Ballou, on behalf of Dr. Berman, and in his absence, suggested the purchase of a portable GPS to track moorings.  With such a device all moorings could be plotted and data transferred to a computer.  Discussion on prices and places to purchase followed.
In addition to the above, Mrs. Ballou will acquire printing costs for five color,  and one hundred black and white copies of the Plan for selectmen and mooring holders.  In addition, purchase of copy paper, envelopes, labels, etc. was suggested.  Mr. Chalecki made a motion to purchase a portable GPS and various office supplies.  Mr. Schaub seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

There being no further business, motion to adjourn at 8:00 pm was made by Mrs. Ballou and seconded by Mr. Smith.  Motion passed unanimously.
