Permanent Committee to Study the Needs and Use of Town Public

Buildings Including Town Hall Facilities

A regular meeting of the Permanent Committee to Study the Needs and Use of Town Public Buildings Including Town Hall Facilities was held on August 17, 2009 at the Stonington Police Station.

Present:  Charles Ballato, George Brennan, David Christina, and Stephen Singer.

(1)  Call to Order/Approval of Minutes

George Brennan, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7 p.m.  He reviewed minutes from the meeting held on July 16, 2009. Charles Ballato made a motion to approve the minutes, seconded by Stephen Singer, and the motion carried unanimously.
(2)  Town Hall Study

George Brennan stated at the last meeting Committee members had an opportunity to review the proposals of the top six companies after the last three contractors were interviewed.  The Committee decided on a final score.  Stephen Singer made a motion to award the contract for the Stonington Town Hall Space Needs Analysis Study to Silver Petrucelli & Associates, seconded by Charles Ballato, and the motion carried unanimously.  The selection will be forwarded to the Board of Selectmen for approval to move forward with the study.

George Brennan stated the cost for this study is approximately $12,300 and the request should be for a total of $20,000 to be drawn from LOCIP funds to cover potential expansion of the study if necessary.  Stephen Singer made a motion to prepare a letter of recommendation to the Board of Selectman to enter into negotiations with Silver Petrucelli & Associates for the Stonington Town Hall Space Needs Analysis Study and authorize a $20,000 draw from LOCIP funds ($12,300 for the study and $7,700 in the event the scope of the project expands), seconded by Charles Ballato, and the motion carried unanimously.  George Brennan stated a staff person from the Town Hall should be designated to make appointments for Silver Petrucelli & Associates.  A discussion ensued regarding the process for the company to work with the Committee.

(5)  New Business

The Town of Stonington has received $78,000 for clean energy money.  A day-lighting project will be started in the schools.
