(1)  Call to Order/Approval of Minutes

George Brennan, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:11 p.m.  A motion was made by Charles Ballato, seconded by Stephen Singer, and it was voted to approve the minutes as distributed.  
(2)  Committee Charter


First Selectman Ed Haberek stated that he has reviewed the Committee’s Charter with legal counsel.  He will be distributing the document to Committee members. 
(3)  Correspondence


First Selectman Ed Haberek reviewed a memo from George Sylvestre, Director of Administrative Services regarding e-documentation progress.  The update included the Town Clerk’s Office, Community Development Office and Building Official’s Office.  Future applications will include the Selectman’s/Administrative Services Offices and the Finance Office.  Now that the Town’s budget has passed, a project manager can be hired.
There is an opportunity to purchase a scanner at a reasonable price for the large maps.  
(4)  Public Comment 

Bill Sternberg, 153 Elm Street, suggested it might be appropriate for someone from the Committee to provide input on the purchase of the scanner.  There were some questions when it went to the Finance Board, e.g. what is the value, life expectancy, etc. The primary purpose is for archival, but large prints can be made as well.  It was the consensus that Tony Cassata would be the appropriate person to provide an assessment of the value of the equipment.
