(4)  Space Needs Analysis Study

George Brennan stated Silver Petrucelli & Associates will be invited to the next Committee meeting on October 19, 2009.  This study should be as transparent as possible.  Meetings with department heads will be scheduled by the administrative assistant in the First Selectman’s office.  An open dialog will be maintained. The Committee will work with the consultant to respond to questions, provide suggestions, and work to resolve any challenges. 

Tony Cassata made a motion that the Committee will serve as the primary contact and timelines of communication and progress should be submitted.  Stephen Singer stated a timeline was submitted with the proposal and he reviewed it with the Committee.  Following a discussion, Tony Cassata withdrew the motion.  
It was recommended that the Town Hall department heads communicate with their employees that this study will begin shortly. George Brennan will contact First Selectman Ed Haberek to discuss.

Tony Cassata suggested that Silver Petrucelli & Associates prepare the study in a format of - this is where the Town Hall is currently, where it will be in five to ten years, and these are the options.  The public should be invited to informational sessions when the study is complete.  If this plan moves forward, it will be necessary to apply for grant monies to help fund the project.  The Town is no longer putting funds aside for this project and it is unclear as to the balance in LOCIP funds.  
The Committee felt it would be helpful to invite Paul Sartor, Chairman of the K-12 School Building Committee to the next meeting so that he can provide an update on the activities of that committee.  Maureen Carboni will invite him.
