BILLS & MINUTES:

VOTE: Cortni made a motion to approve the minutes of August 27, 2012 as amended, Dot seconded and approval was unanimous.
NEWS & VIEWS
· The Open Space Committee will vote for the CPC representative at the end of this month. Vin was present at the meeting to observe & will likely be appointed to the CPC.
· Kathy received a DVD of Bob Wilber’s recognition party from Lew Halprin.
· The Historical Commission has three members now.
RANDALL LIBRARY BUILDING PROJECT
Tim Reed, Randall Library Trustee, gave an update on the Randall Library Building Committee’s (RLBC) progress.  He provided drawings of the proposed project & a report from Preservation Technology Associates.

·  The RLBC will not be seeking CPA funds at the Fall Special Town Meeting on October 29th.  It is more likely that they will have firm numbers for the Annual Spring Town Meeting.
· The Architect brought in a historic consultant.
· The 1892 historic portion of the building is in good shape (except for the fact that the second floor cannot support stacks).

(* Mike Busch joined the meeting at this time)

· The 1975 addition to the building is in very poor condition.  The RLBC would like to tear it down completely and build a new 2 story addition.

· Currently the library is 8000 sq ft & using 6000 sq ft.  The new structure would have 9000-10,000 sq ft.

· The RLBC is looking at adding meeting spaces more so than adding to the library collection.

· The RLBC is unsure about the Historic Collection that is located on the second floor.  They are thinking about relocating some of it, keeping parts on a permanent basis, and rotating other parts of it.

· There are 4 areas that may be eligible for CPA funds:  1) Preservation & Restoration of the Historic portion of the building  2) Handicap access to the building including an elevator.   3) Fire Suppression System     4)Landscaping to showcase the old turret

· At Special Town Meeting the RLBC would like to be able to say that they have spoken with the CPC, discussed the possible use of CPA funds for portions of the project.

· There was some discussion about the windows & roof lines.  Dot asked if they could be kept more in line with the historic details of the original part of the building.

· The Library will gain 4 additional parking spots – for a total of 11-12 spaces (2 will be handicap).
Bill B moved to adjourn at 8:55pm, Dot seconded, and approval was unanimous.
