BILLS & MINUTES:

VOTE: Bob L made a motion to approve the minutes of January 23, 2012 as amended, Kathy seconded, and 5 members voted to approve, Bob L, Mike, and Dom abstained. 
FIRST PARISH CHURCH POTENTIAL PROJECT DISCUSSION
 Roy Miller from the First Parish Church (FPC) gave a presentation about a capital improvement project the Church is working on (see attached presentation).
In general the CPC thought some of the projects may be eligible for CPA funding but the committee would need more details to confirm this.  The potential list includes rehabilitation/preservation of the 

· Slate Roof

· Ceiling Support

· Organ

· Pew Graining

· Fire Protection

· Handicap Accessibility to Historic parts of Church

Other Comments:

· The Church is not on the State Register of Historic Properties.

· Using CPA funds would mean a permanent historic preservation restriction would be placed on the building and held by a third party (possibly the Stow Historical Commission). 

· The CPC would rely on the Community Preservation Coalition for advice and Roy may want to connect with that organization.

· This is not a project the CPC would consider for Annual May Town Meeting but it may be possible to consider it at a Special Fall Town Meeting.

ANNUAL TOWN MEETING WARRANT ARTICLES 

Bob L. made a motion to accept the warrant articles as written, authorizing Deb Seith to work with the Town Accountant to adjust the figures to any lower amounts according to the DOR estimates (scheduled to be released in March), Kathy seconded, and approval was unanimous.  Note: If the numbers need to be increased the CPC will re-vote for approval.
Bob L. made a motion to endorse the articles as written or authorized to be amended to Annual Town Meeting, Kathy seconded, approval was unanimous.
Community Preservation Expenses

Move to appropriate from Fiscal Year 2013 Community Preservation Fund Annual Revenues the sum of Thirty Thousand Dollars ($31,000) to be expended for wages and expenses associated with the creation, implementation and maintenance of Community Preservation programs, in accordance with the provision of Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 44B, the Community Preservation Act, including but not limited to office supplies, clerical assistance, property surveys, appraisals, attorney’s fees, and other professional services, recording fees, printing and all other necessary and proper expenses for the Fiscal Year 2012, in accordance with a budget to be prepared for the Town Administrator.

Community Preservation Reserves

Move to reserve for later appropriation monies from the Community Preservation Fund Balance collected from both the Community Preservation Act Surcharge and the State Trust Fund Distribution and collected from Fiscal Year 2013 Community Preservation Fund Annual Revenues, in accordance with the provision of Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 44B, the Community Preservation Act, for the undertaking of Community Preservation projects.
