MEMBER UPDATE
Dot Spaulding was appointed by the Historical Commission as their CPC representative (replacing Karen Gray).

This is Kathleen’s final CPC meeting because she is moving.

BILLS & MINUTES:

Invoice: Dues for Community Preservation Coalition $1500.00   
VOTE: Kathleen moved to authorize payment for the Coalition dues in the amount of $1500.00, Kathy seconded and approval was unanimous.
VOTE: Kathy made a motion to approve the minutes of October 17, 2011 as amended, Kathleen seconded, and 4 members voted to approve, Bill B. and Dot abstained. 
UPDATE  PILOT GROVE ii   &  plantation II:  
Steve Dungan and Greg Jones from Stow Community Housing Corporation (SCHC) and Stow Elderly Housing Corporation (SEHC) gave the committee an update on the projects.
·  Pilot Grove II will probably be funded prior to Plantation II.

·  SCHC has applied twice for state/federal funding, been denied, but received very good feedback.

· Currently SEHC is expending money to keep control of the Clausen property (Plantation II proposed site).  The Purchase & Sale agreement for that property expires on July 31, 2012.  SEHC is negotiating with Stow Municipal Affordable Housing Trust (SMAHT) for a down payment on the property.
(Peter left the meeting at this time.  8:20)
·  Steve and Greg reassured the committee that all the units for Pilot Grove II and Plantation II will be affordable in perpetuity.  The restrictions will be applied before the construction loan is financed with any tax credits.
The Committee reviewed a letter to the Executive Office of Housing and Economic Development expressing support for the 2 projects.  VOTE:  Kathy made a motion to accept the letter as drafted, Kathleen seconded, and approval was unanimous.

HISTORIC DOCUMENT PRESERVATION PROJECT:  

Linda Hathaway, Town Clerk, gave committee members a tour of the Town Vault and discussed a possible historic document project.
·  5-6 year project, including document preservation, document digitization, vault storage, etc.
· The first phase will focus on annual reports and selectmen’s minutes.  Linda would like to outsource the project, have the documents scanned & coded, and accessible to the community.

· Linda met with the Historical Commission. In general the Historical Commission agrees that something needs to be done but they did not take a vote on the project.
Questions and Comments from the CPC

· Which documents will be preserved?
· What will happen to the documents?

· The Historic Commission should vote on the project.

· Confirm that the project is allowable under CPA law.

· Confirm that the Town has a server that can support the project and make it accessible to the community.

2011 ANNUAL REPORT:  

The committee reviewed and edited a draft copy of the annual report.
VOTE:  Kathleen made a motion to approve the 2011 annual report as amended, Kathy seconded, and approval was unanimous.

NEWS & VIEWS:  

· Bob received a request from Lew Halprin to use CPA funds for a monument for the Stone Apple Barn.  Bob looked into it and this is not an allowable use of CPA funds.

· Action Item:  Deb will check in with Tim Reed, Randall Library Building Committee,  about the possible Library construction project & the possible need of CPA funds.  Deb will invite Tim to the next CPA meeting.

· The Committee thanked Kathleen Willis for her almost 2 years of service on the CPC and wished her all the best on the West Coast!

VOTE:  Kathleen made a motion to adjourn, Kathy seconded, approval was unanimous.
