The meeting began with a quorum at 7:30pm.

BILLS & MINUTES:

VOTE: Dot made a motion to approve the minutes of April 22, 2013 as amended, Bill seconded, and approval was unanimous for the 6 members present at the time of the vote.
Bob Larkin & Mike Busch arrived

VOTE:  Cortni made a motion to approve payment for Deb’s administrative hours for July 1, 2012 – June 17, 2013, Dot seconded, and approval was unanimous.

VOTE:  Cortni made a motion to approve payment for Deb’s administrative hours for June 18, 2013 – June 30, 2013, Mike seconded, and approval was unanimous.

Pilot Grove II
Greg Jones & Deb Woods (Stow Community Housing Corporation, SCHC) joined the discussion.  
· July 9, 2013  - scheduled closing date
· Spring 2014  - estimated completion of construction
· Summer 2014 – target to rent units
· The Town’s perpetual restrictions on the land and units will be recorded prior to lender restrictions.
· The committee reviewed the restriction and escrow agreement at approved by Town Counsel.  The CPC agreed the restriction covered the permanent restrictions on both the land and units.
· SCHC has consultants that will work with the contractors.
· SCHC is working with the Conservation Commission regarding concerns about run-off and an intermittent stream.
VOTE: Mike made a motion to authorize the Chair to release $825,000 for the Pilot Grove II project contingent on executing the restrictions and escrow agreement for the project, Bob L seconded, and approval was unanimous.
PlANTATION  II

Greg Jones & Deb Woods (Stow Elderly Housing Corporation, SEHC) joined the discussion.

· Brief recap:  Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) approved the comprehensive permit for Plantation II, an abutter appealed the ZBA’s decision, the court upheld the ZBA’s decision, the abutter has appealed the court’s decision.  This could delay the project for up to 2 years.
323 Great Road
Karen Kelleher, Planning Board, joined discussion
· The Town is in negotiations with the property owner.
· Jon Witten has received a draft Purchase & Sales agreement.
· The property owner is asking for the appraised value of the property.
· The Town is negotiating with the 2 abutting churches to figure out land swaps/easements.

· Closing on the property will probably happen before all the property line adjustments and land swaps occur.

· The Town will need to ask if the Stow Conservation Trust will hold the restriction on the open space portion of the parcel.
General Projects update

· The Woodhead Property owner has expressed an interest in selling one 4 acre parcel to the Town.  The parcel abuts Town owned land and does not have any buildings on it.
· In general the CPC was interested in a potential project and will discuss the project in more detail at the next CPC meeting.
Administrative assistant discussion

·  The Committee unhappily discussed the fact that Deb would like to resign from her administrative position. At the next CPC meeting the Committee will discuss what the job description for a new administrative assistant should include.
