Tasks:

The minutes from October 19, 2009 were read. A motion to accept the meeting minutes with some minor revisions was made by Marita Tasse. John Lafleche seconded the motion. The decision was unanimous.

The board members signed some motor vehicle excise tax abatements.

Summary & Discussion:

The meeting was called to order at 4:00pm.

The taxation of religious properties was discussed and will be explored at a later date.

New compliance regulations regarding State Ethics were discussed. All employees will have to take a course and pass an examination.

Abatements & Exemptions:

Eleven abatement applications were signed and discussed:

1) The real estate valuation of 106 South Shore Drive is being reviewed due to an appraisal that was done on the property on 09/30/2008. A motion to reduce the valuation of said property from $318,100 to $273,300 and abate the appropriate taxes was made by John Lafleche. Marita Tasse seconded the motion. The decision was unanimous.

2) The real estate valuation of 9 Woodside Circle is being reviewed due to inconsistencies in data collected for this home. A motion to reduce the valuation of said property from $466,900 to $433,000 and abate the appropriate taxes was made by John Lafleche. Marita Tasse seconded the motion. The decision was unanimous.

3) The real estate valuation of 9 Highland Lane is being reviewed due to an appraisal that was done on the property on 09/25/2009. A motion to reduce the valuation of said property from $419,400 to $416,600 and abate the appropriate taxes was made by John Lafleche. Marita Tasse seconded the motion. The decision was unanimous.

4) The real estate valuation of 109A McGilpin Road is being reviewed due to marketing data provided by the owner. A motion to reduce the valuation of said property from $102,000 to $84,300 and abate the appropriate taxes was made by John Lafleche. Marita Tasse seconded the motion. The decision was unanimous.

5) The real estate valuation of 17 Kelly Road is being reviewed due to inconsistencies in data collected for this property.
