	Public Lands Advisory Committee
	Tom Chamberlain reported that two options are presently being considered relating to improvements to the OSV parcel to permit the town’s access to the property for parking and enabling access to trails in the area. 

The purchase of a small parcel, not currently town property, would also give OSV more convenient access to the area as well. 
Discussions took place relating to actions by the State relating to removal of the dams and affecting the terrain. A new bridge would then be required on this property and may be less expensive for the town than bridge site 7, currently being considered.
Tom requested that the CPC ask the TA to engage in discussions with OSV relating to this option. After some discussion the committee thought that it is best to wait until the new TA gets on board. Also the property description limits needs to be defined more carefully.
According to Tom Chamberlain, A second option would be to purchase an easement which is presently being considered. This may be a first alternative to resolving the needs of the OSV, the State and the Town.
