· Mark Farrell stated the modifications are:  moving the Grinder Pump up the hill, a Farmers Porch on the front of the house that would be 6’ wide and the length of the house, a 12 x 12 paver Patio outside the basement door with vegetation on each side and a 10’ wide deck, going the length of the house on Sonatubes above the patio (10’ above grade).  MF stated the deck is about 40’ from the shoreline.
· DB asked that the Commission decide each item separately.
Grinder Pump:
· The Commission had no issues moving the Grinder Pump.
Retaining Wall:
· EG stated that he is opposed to adding a structure within the 50’ no build on a new home.
· JK stated he felt it was a minor modification.

· EJ stated in regards to the culvert, at the previous meeting the Commission approved the installation of the culvert and drainage swale and Greg Morse came back with modifications which he recommends a 12” culvert  which he is willing to provide to the applicant, covered with 12” of ¾“stone and 12” of processed gravel.
· Discussion amongst the Commission on reducing the size of the deck.
