7:30 p.m. Public Hearing - (Public Hearing to open 1/20/11) Request for Determination of Applicability on the MA Turnpike Interchange 9.  Application submitted by Tighe & Bond on behalf of the MA Department of Transportation.
· Melissa Cody from Tighe & Bond stated the proposed Request for Applicability is for a systems upgrade of an existing underground storage tank at Interchange 9 of the MA Turnpike to comply with the MA Fire Prevention Regulations.  MC stated testing indicated sacrificial Anodes need to be replaced and excavation will be limited to the footprint of the existing tank which will be about 250 square feet of disturbance.  MC stated if stock piling is necessary materials would be placed on Polyethylene sheeting and erosion controls would be installed with work proposed to begin when there is no snow.
· DB suggested that silt fence not be used to limit disturbance.
· EG asked why the proposed work would require 250 square feet of disturbance.

· MC stated they need to expose the top of the tank and keep the sides at a 1 to1 slope.

· DB asked what constitutes an Anode.

· MC stated she was told it was made of zinc.

· EJ stated that the mitigation was adequate in terms of erosion controls and stock piling and the area would return to its existing grade once the work is completed.  EJ stated she has drafted a Determination requiring the area be stabilized and no tree or vegetation removal proposed with no impervious areas added to the site as a result of the work.
· EG asked if the proposed work is in the 50’.

· EJ stated the proposed work is out of the 50’ but within the 100’.

· DB asked what the tank is composed of and if it’s a single or double wall.

· MC stated she will get an answer along with other questions from the Commission that she was unable to answer.
