7:30 p.m. Public Hearing – (Public Hearing opened August 18, 2011) Request for Determination submitted by Alfred Trifone on behalf of Bryan Trifone to determine whether work to repair an existing foundation within the same size, location and footprint at 16 Eastern Avenue is subject to the MA Wetlands Protection Act and Municipal Wetlands Bylaw. 
· AT stated the wet area by the driveway was evaluated and determined that it is not a wetland.  
· EJ recommended to the Commission that a Negative Determination under the WPA and a positive determination under the local bylaw be issued.  EJ stated as part of the Order of Conditions no fill is to be brought onto the site and no grade changes to the site.

· EJ stated she can condition this application to reflect that the area is in the jurisdiction of the local bylaw.
