Meeting Minutes December 14, 2010

7:00 PM  B Fredericks opens the meeting.

1. 234 Eight Lots Road Boobi Jo Bell is here for a follow up discussion on her plans to offer Celluderm  Lymphatic Drainage Treatments in her home. S Rice  has concerns he can not find this device under the FDA’s list of devices, and that the FDA knows little about this treatment. He asks Ms. Bell where this device is manufactured. Ms. Bell replies Canada. S Rice also goes on to ask what health care background Ms. Bell has,Ms. Bell replies that she has none.S Rice  has looked at the health screening that she is planning on using and would like to know how she would procede if there were a problem. S Rice asks how long the training is for this device, Ms. Bell replies a weekend. S Rice believes that  having a background in Health Care would benefit the patients. Ms. Bell explains that there are strict guidelines in place, S Rice asks if she is trained as a first responder, Ms. Bell replies no.  W Fredericks asks if Ms. Bell has HIPPA training, Ms. Bell replies no she has not.  W Fredericks also explains that there are serious guidelines for insurance reimbursment, and State mandates for Credit cards, social security numbers, and personal information. He would be willing to email Ms. Bell some useful websites that explain the guidelines.
S Rice explains that if Ms. Bell was under the  supervision of a health care professional he woud be more comfortable. C Rawinski tried to follow up with Dr. Faulkner, he was not aware of the device that Ms. Bell had mentioned was in Dartmouth. S Rice would like more information. W Fredericks asks if Ms. Bell would like a vote on her device or if she would like to wait and get more information for the Board. Ms. Bell would like to continue to the next meeting.
2. Irrigation Wells, J Malley explains that we received a request for an irregation well from Car Quest . He goes on to explain that we do extensive testing on our potable water and no testing on irregation wells. He has concerns that if there are toxins such as arsenic in the water and they are spraying all over the industrial park that is a health hazard. He goes on to explain that Charlton had an oil spill and now has to get water from Southbridge. J Malley will bring to the Board a list at the next meeting that he feels should be tested for  irregation wells.
3. 13.5 Ramshorn Drive is a repair, they are asking for setbacks to property lines of 6.3’ and 6.9’, and an offset to foundation of 12’. J Malley explains that it is a really steep slope, and they would be installing a presby system with a pump. He would recommend that the property lines be staked. The owners well cannot be located on the plan, so the item will be tabled to the next meeting.
