Meeting Minutes 

January 11, 2011

 Members present; J Silverberg, S Rice, D Miller

Staff; C Rawinski J Malley
7:00PM  J Silverberg opens the meeting.

1. Irrigation Wells, will table this until J Malley arrives.

2. Meeting Schedule for 2011, C Rawinski explains that due to new posting rules and with the other meetings in the building having a set date would be easier. The Board will meet on the 2nd Tuesday of each month.
3. Department Update; C Rawinski tells the Board that Town Meeting will be May 9th, and the Town election will be May 24th.

New Regulations from the State regarding Beach permiting came down last year after the beaches were open for the season. State requiring each beach be permited, and signs be posted. C Rawinski had gone down after the fact and talked to each of the people in charge of the beaches and signs were posted. Only beach that is public Camp Marions, town hires a ceritifed water operator each year for testing. C Rawinski goes on the explain that the State wanted the towns to back date the permits for last year. C Rawinski will get the regulations for the next meeting. 
Regionalization of Public Health, the State would like for towns to band togother and pool resources. This should enhance services, this would not take away the authority of local Boards of Health.

7 flu clinics were held with 450 does of vaccine given. The Town should be getting back between $3,000- $4,000, this money will go into the general fund.
2. Irrigation wells, J Malley explains that Car Quest would like to put in an irrigation well. He has talked to the State and there are no set regulations, each town can request what it would like to test for. He has checked other towns and each one is different from the next. He asks the Board if they would like to check for VOC’s SOC’s uranium and  arsenic. This testiing would be open to whatever the Board would suggest. J Silverberg tells the Board that someone he knows just put in a well in Shrewsbury and there was no permit or testing required, when he put in his well 7 years ago the water test cost him about $1,700.00. J Malley explains that Grafton does not allow irrigation wells. S Rice explains that the state has guidelines for food operators, and that they have testing that has to be done over a 4 year period to help with the costs. He feels that it would make a difference if you were watering a ½ acre of land versus 2 ½ acres of land.  J Silverberg would hope that the testing would be less expensive than for drinking water. S Rice suggests that we contact the water company to see what they test for and how often they test. He also would like to know if there is more risks involved with areosolizing . Everyone will look to see what parimeters they can find for the next meeting.
Bobbi Jo Bell has withdrawn her petition for a home based business with the Zoning board. 

Kings Campground has installed the industrial holding tank, Mark Allen will be submitting plans to DEP. J Silverberg is glad the tank is installed and that the honeywagon will he emptied into this tank. It will also help us to monitor the amount of septage.

D Miller would like to add that as far as the irrigation wells go there is a big difference between someone watering their lawn , or if someone came into town and wanted an irrigation well or wells for a nursery or landscaping company. They would be using fertilizers and other chemicals. 
J Silverberg states that the  submitting of pumping records are better since a letter was sent to the haulers. He would like to know if there is a way that we can track if people with tight tanks are pumping regularly.
