7:30pm     Public hearing to consider the petition of METROPCS for a Special Permit to place wireless communication antennas and cabinetry on an existing tower.  The property is located at 7 Kamaitis Road : Continuance

A. Keown read the hearing notice as it appeared in the Millbury Sutton Chronicle.

Karla Hanna, representative for MetroPCS, spoke on behalf of the company.

It was explained that METROPCS was a FCC Wireless Carrier providing unlimited local and long distance calling to wireless customers and that the company was hoping to expand service into the Northeast area. The company would like to attach 6 antennas on the existing  146-ft tower at the height level of 82 feet. They are similar in appearance to the existing antennas currently on site. They are also requesting placement of  an equipment cabinet in a 10’x 16’ area within the cell tower compound. It was stated that they had met with the Planning Board who granted a waiver from the site plan review requirement of the town’s bylaws.  

J. Fenuccio stated that the board was familiar with the site and it appeared that there was no one present  in opposition to the petition.

Richard Deschenes made a motion to close the hearing and open the work session. Russell Sylvia seconded and the vote was unanimous.

Russell Sylvia made a motion to grant the special permit as requested.  Richard Deschenes seconded and the vote was unanimous. 

7:35pm      Public hearing to consider the petition of Paul & Maureen Malenchini for a front setback variance in order to construct a farmer’s porch on property located at 9 Boundary Stone Road: Continurance

Jeffrey Fenuccio made a motion to reconvene the hearing, Russell Sylvia seconded, and the vote unanimous.  

No new information was submitted to the board.

Russell Sylvia made a motion to close the hearing, Richard Deschenes seconded and the vote was unanimous.

7:45 pm     Public hearing to consider the petition of Travis McCallum for front and side setback variances for placement of a shed. The property is located at 23 Carrier Lane: Continuance

Richard Deschenes made a motion to reconvene the hearing. Russell Sylvia seconded, and the vote was unanimous.

The board entered into the record a letter from Building Commissioner John Couture in response to correspondence received by the abutter Robert Deslauriers which was submitted to the board on February 21, 2008.

Jeffrey Fenuccio stated that after viewing the site it was found that due to the shape and slope of the lot, anywhere a shed was placed would require a variance. It was felt that the petitioner had limited storage as there was no garage and therefore he did not have a problem with the request. The remaining board members agreed.

Russell Sylvia made a motion to close the hearing and open the work session. Richard Deschenes seconded and the vote was unanimous.

Russell Sylvia made a motion to grant the variances as requested. Jeffrey Fenuccio seconded and the vote was unanimous.

Decisions:

9 Boundary Stone Road – Jeffrey Fenuccio made the motion to open the work session.  Russell Sylvia seconded and the vote was unanimous.

Russell Sylvia motioned to grant the variance to allow a 39 foot front yard setback for the construction of the farmer’s porch. Jeffrey Fenuccio seconded and the vote was unanimous. 

J. Fenuccio stated that since the time of construction, the 40 foot front yard setback requirement has changed to 50 feet therefore causing a hardship. The board found that granting relief did not derogate from the intent of the zoning bylaws and the request was not a detriment to the surrounding area. 

Board Business:

13 Putnam Hill Road:  The board signed the “Marble Turn” definitive subdivision plan as requested by David Lavallee for frontage and width variances granted on Lot “B”.

The board requested that a work session be scheduled for 7:30pm on April 13, 2008 for Water View Commons with the reconvening of the hearing scheduled for 7:45pm.
