Due to a time constraint the Board’s Business was moved to the end of the evening’s agenda.

7:40pm – Public Hearing

George McGuirk, 87 Dudley Road: Variance

A.Keown read the hearing notice as it appeared in the Millbury Sutton Chronicle on July 21, 2011 and July 28, 2011.

George McGuirk explained to the board that after receiving an approval from the Building Commissioner to add a porch to his building project, there was a miscommunication regarding the size of the porch and upon a site inspection it was found that the new construction was not compliant with the side setback requirement.  The existing residence is set (4.6) feet  from the side property line and (7) feet from the neighboring residence which was also owned by the petitioner. It was noted that the new construction of the covered porch was constructed further away from the side property line than the existing non-conformity.
Arthur Keown noted that the Building Commissioner had supplied a letter to the board on behalf of the petitioner noting the misunderstanding between parties. 

Jeff Fenuccio questioned the depth of the porch deck and was told (7) feet toward the front yard and (6) feet toward the side yard.
M. McGovern had no notable concerns. The porch was already built and there were no abutters present opposing the project.

A. Keown questioned the age of the original structure and was told it was built in the 1930’s.

J. Fenuccio questioned if the porch was to remain open and it was answered by Mr. McGuirk that it was.
All present in favor of opposition to the petitioner’s request: None

The board would perform their own individual site inspections.

J. Fenuccio motioned, G. Page seconded, and the vote unanimous to continue the hearing to September 1, 2011 at 7:30pm.
