The hearing was reconvened and after asking the Board if they had performed their site visits. R. Deschenes asked the applicant if he had any additional information for the Board.
On behalf of his client, Atty Wickstrom asked a procedural question regarding each Board member’s attendance at last month’s meeting as he was not present himself.  Once he was satisfied that all had been present he submitted letters from the abutters of the property in full support of the project.
As there was no further discussion necessary, M. McGovern motioned, Richard Hastings seconded and the vote unanimous to close the public hearing.

7:40pm Public Hearing
5 Old Providence Road, Terrance Anyon
R. Deschenes read the hearing notice as it appeared in the Millbury Sutton Chronicle.

Terry Anyon explained that he wanted to install an in ground pool and rebuild a garage on an existing footprint on his corner lot property.  
R. Deschenes asked if he would be replacing the rock foundation with a new one, and T. Anyon replied that he would if necessary. He informed the Board that the Building Inspector said he would come down and take a look at it structurally and from there it would be determined.

R. Deschenes asked what the dimensions were on the foundation. T. Anyon noted that the entrance to the former foundation is (15)-ft. off the street.  
B. Reinold asked from which street would he access the garage and was told Old Providence Road. 

R. Deschenes noted that the Board would have to have numbers on the plan verifying the setbacks and dimensions of the garage. 
M. McGovern agreed with R. Deschenes also noting that the garage portion of the plan was too generic and had no set back numbers that the Board could use to base their decision on. He directed the applicant back to his surveyor to place the necessary numbers on the plan and to bring it back to the Board next month. The petitioner was agreeable to the request.
All present in favor or opposition to the petition: none

M. McGovern motioned, R. Deschenes seconded and the vote unanimous to continue the public hearing to January 10, 2013 at 7:30pm.

M. McGovern motioned and Richard Haskins seconded to approve the side and rear setback variances, the lot coverage variance and a finding that the expansion of the dwelling would not be substantially more detrimental to the neighborhood than the existing non conforming use. 

Discussion: The Board agreed that the footprint of the structure would have only a minimal increase with the extension of the deck and the rest of the project would be an upward expansion. R. Deschenes noted that when conducting his site visit he looked at the property across the street and felt that there would not be a view issue. Michael McGovern added that the proposed construction would be consistent with the area homes.  Richard Haskins noted that he walked up the hill across the street to test out the neighbor’s concern re: the additional roof height and found it hard for the proposed roof peak to impede the view in any way.
