21 Marsh Road – Variance
A.Keown reconvened the public hearing. 
J. Fenuccio asked the applicant if the existing shed that was discussed during the site visit would be removed as it was a concern of the Board. Mr. Winchell answered that he would be inclined to remove it as the lower level of the new garage would be used for storage.  R. Deschenes added that its removal would lower the percentage of lot coverage.
The Board had no further questions.

R. Deschenes motioned, J. Fenuccio seconded and the vote unanimous to close the public hearing.

7:35pm – Leland Hill Estates Site Plan Review

Tabled to the June meeting due to the absence of M. McGovern

Decision:

J. Fenuccio motioned and R. Haskins seconded to grant a 12% lot coverage variance with conditions for the construction of a detached garage. 
· There are to be no exterior stairs or decks. 
· The building height is not to exceed (20)-ft +/-  street side and no more than (26) feet +/- lake side. 

· The existing Boat House/Shed must be removed.
As mandated by MGL ch.40A, Section 6, The Board also found that the construction of the garage would not be substantially more detrimental than the existing nonconforming use to the neighborhood.

Findings: 
The Board found that the garage was no closer than the existing shed and driveway to the side property line and the neighbor’s had not opposed the petition. It was found that there would be no “line of sight” interference as well.
