R. Deschenes read the hearing notice as it appeared in the Millbury Sutton Chronicle.

The petitioner requested a Finding from the Board that the tear down and rebuilding of one of the two Single Family Homes located on the non conforming property would not be any more non-conforming than the existing Use to the neighborhood. 

Paul Hutnak spoke for the applicant and explained that the plan was to raze the (900) +sq.ft. house which was built in 1925 and replace it with a (1590) sq.ft. home. The home would be located in the same vicinity and would have a wooded Buffer up against the abutting property owned by the McNamara’s and would be no closer than the location of the existing home toward the abutting property owned by the Salem’s.  It was also noted that they already had their approval from Conservation.

(Arrival of Richard Haskins)

Mr. Hutnak provided a brief overview of the project for R. Haskins.
R. Deschenes asked if they had plans of what would be built and was told it would be a two (2) level log home. 

J. Fenuccio requested clarification of the square footage and was told that the foundation would be (1590) sq. ft in size. Alan Murray added that the living space would be about (2000) square feet as it was a two bedroom home with a loft area.

M. McGovern requested verification that no setback or lot coverage variances would be necessary and that the project was just an expansion of the footprint which was confirmed by Alan Murray.

J. Fenuccio questioned if there were plans to rebuild or expand the second residence of which it was explained that there were no current plans to do so though it was expected that there would be sometime in the future.  J. Fenuccio was concerned with the second residence and the affects of that expansion and P. Hutnak noted that with the project in currently in front of the Board they were still only at 3.4% lot coverage.  J Fenuccio replied that the Board just needed to be aware that they were making a finding and 
that the finding would not be on the full project. It was felt that the future expansion of the second home could involve a request for an even larger home that could in fact be found to be more detrimental and he wanted the petitioner and his brother to be aware ahead of this ahead of time so that there were no potential “We should have done this or could have done that” conversations. 
R. Haskins asked whether the second residence was used as a primary residence and was told that it was currently being used as a summer home.
