Dave Lavallee of Andrews Engineering spoke on behalf of the applicant.  The project included the tear down of the existing older home and replacing it with new construction. The intent was to place the new construction (28) feet off the front property line making it less non-conforming than the existing structure which sits (12)-(14) feet off the front property line. It was noted that the home could not be moved further back than that due to the out cropping of ledge. Dave Lavallee felt that they were making it a better situation by moving the house back. It was felt that to move it even further back would be detrimental to the neighborhood with the need for blasting. 
R. Deschenes questioned the existing house size vs. new and was told that according to the Assessor’s card it was  (974) sq.ft. and the new construction would be (1,400) sq.ft.
B. Reinold questioned if the home would consist of one or two stories and was told two stories.

M. McGovern questioned if the property was connected to town sewerage and was told yes.

R. Haskins questioned if the structures in the rear were being replaced and the answer was no.

All present in favor or opposition to the petition: None
The Board waived the site visit as they were familiar with the site and comfortable with the application in front of them.
M. McGovern motioned, R. Haskins seconded, and the vote unanimous to close the public hearing.

Board Business:

Leland Hill Estates: Bridge Certification:

L. Dahlin explained to the Board that John Burns of Black Brook Realty requested that the Board move forward with their structural Engineer selection for the review of the bridge.  Two firms were suggested by Building Commissioner John Couture, and the Board was supplied their information in their packets unless they had someone else in mind.
R. Deschenes noted that due to a conflict of interest, both he and M. McGovern would need to recues themselves from the conversation.

R. Haskins believed that J. Fenuccio had recommended someone at one point.  L. Dahlin noted that she thought that the engineer who had been discussed was Rob Johnson from Johnson and Seaman and that he was actually with one of the firms that the Board had information on. 
R. Haskins motioned, N. Kuchinski seconded and the vote (3) in favor with (2) abstaining to approve Johnson Seaman as the Structural Engineering firm of choice for the bridge certification pending verification that enough votes were in hand.

M. McGovern motioned, B. Reinold seconded and the vote was unanimous to approve the May 1, 2014 minutes as submitted.

The Board agreed that the applicant was moving the house more than twice the distance back from the front property line than the existing home but could not go back further due to the hardship of an out cropping of ledge. The applicant also plans to connect to the town’s town sewerage system. 
M. McGovern motioned, and R. Haskins seconded to approve the variance and Finding as requested for the tear down and rebuild of the single family home having a (28.4’) +/- front yard setback.
