R. Deschenes read the Hearing notice as it appeared in the Millbury Sutton Chronicle.

Norman Gadoury has requested a side setback variance to construct an attached garage with storage above.

R. Haskins questioned if he had elevation plans and was answered that he hadn’t got that far yet but when asked he did say the height of the structure would be approximately (20) feet to the ridge as he needed to blend it into the house which was a (2) story home. The petitioner stated that the area being used for the garage had been used for parking for at least (25) years.
R. Haskins noted a jog between the home and the garage and asked if it was for a door and questioned why he wouldn’t put the garage right up against the house. It was responded that it was up against the house and it was a door that he was seeing. R. Haskins noted to the Board that if he moved the garage up against that notch in the house, the relief requested could be cut in half. M. McGovern asked the petitioner if that was a possibility and it was answered that if he did it would block the second egress of the home. It was then explained to the petitioner that a garage “man door” is a legal form of egress out of the home. He then responded yes if that could be done.

M. McGovern noted that being that close to a lot line they like to see elevation plans and offered to continue the hearing to next meeting allowing Mr. Gadoury time to present those plans and or review them at the site inspection. 

Mr. Gadoury expressed interest in leaving the design as submitted but perhaps have 3 egress options in which M. McGovern recommended continuing the hearing to the following month giving them time to perform the site visit and discuss options.
