R. Deschenes read the hearing notice as it appeared in the Millbury Sutton Chronicle.

M. Niejadlik told the Board he was a strength conditioning coach and wanted to train his clients out of his garage.

R. Deschenes questioned if the sessions would be “back to back” and was answered that it varied and sometimes it could be. When asked about parking it was stated that there was plenty. There were three residents with vehicles and adding one customer at a time would be four. 
N. Kuchinski questioned how many cars the driveway could accommodate and it was answered seven or eight as it was a long driveway.

B. Reinold asked if there was an area to turn around so that there would be no backing out onto Central Turnpike. The petitioner noted that as long as there were less than eight cars, there was room. 
M. McGovern asked about signage and M. Niejadlik answered that there would be none at the street but most likely signage on the garage door in order to direct clients.
M. McGovern questioned the hours of operation and if it was planned to be open seven days a week. It was responded that potentially it could be, but scheduling varied and would not be consistent week to week. 
M. McGovern questioned if there was intent to hire employees and if he would have issues if the Board limited it to himself. It was answered by M. Niejadlik that “as of right now…no”. M. McGovern questioned the number of clients to be seen at one time and it was answered that currently he sees one at a time but the review of the bylaw allows for three which was why he noted it in his application.

L. Dahlin responded that if approved, the Home Business bylaw allows for three customers or clients and two employees. M. McGovern questioned if the bylaw already regulates it which L. Dahlin confirmed and R. Deschenes also agreed that the Board had the ability to restrict further if needed.
M. McGovern noted he was trying to identify if there could be potential issues with neighbors and questioned the distance away from the abutters. It was answered that there was no issue and that there was a wooded buffer on both sides between neighbors.
