R. Deschenes- Read the hearing notice as it appeared in the Millbury-Sutton Chronicle.
John Silverberg- explained that he hoped to place a (188) sq.ft. mudroom addition on the non-lake side of the house. The existing coverage was over the 10% lot requirement at 15.1% and he was requesting a variance and finding to allow a 17% lot coverage.
M. McGovern – Requested a set of plans and a preliminary set was provided by the applicant showing a one story addition with nothing above.

R. Haskins questioned if dormers were going to be installed which it was answered not at this time though if in future he did decide to add them, it would not be a lot coverage issue. R. When discussing with the Building Commissioner the intent to rebuild, he was told that he needed a finding from the Board. The new structure, septic, and well would meet all setback requirements.
