The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Santanello to approve the above request from National Grid seconded by Selectman Forman. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Cassidy to open Public Hearing regarding National Grid’s request for the installation of 1-4” conduit encased in concrete from pole# 3 to lot 13B Palmer Road, Swampscott, Mass seconded by Selectman Forman. 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Cassidy to approve the above request from National Grid seconded by Selectman Forman.

Upon the recommendation of the Town Administrator, the Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Cassidy to appoint Reverend Sydney Pierce to the Renewable Energy Committee seconded by Selectman Santanello.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Cassidy to approve meeting minutes with the stipulation that changes could be made after due to time frame of receiving meeting minutes from November 6, 2006 and December 4, 2006 seconded by Selectman Forman.
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Santanello to approve invoice from Kopelman & Paige, P.C in the amount of $3,509.00 for services through November 30, 2006 seconded by Selectman Cassidy.
