The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Santanello to approve meeting minutes from December 18, 2006, January 3, 2007, January 12, 2007 with a change on the December 18, 2006 meeting minutes to include the creation of a brown bag policy seconded by Selectmen Cassidy.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Santanello to approve Common Victuallers License for Kell’s Kreme, 435 Paradise Road, seconded by Selectman Forman.
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Forman to approve invoice for Goulston & Storrs in the amount of $20,510.55 for services through November 2006 seconded by Selectman Santanello. 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Cassidy to approve a one day liquor licenses for the Recreation Department for a wine seminar to be held at Town Hall on March 13, 2007, March 20, 2007, March 27, 2007 and April 3, 2007 seconded by Selectman Santanello.

Mr. Santanello recognized Jane Orloff for her investment in her building on Humphrey Street across from the Red Rock Bistro and how it has made a great improvement at that location. 
Selectman Baker asked for an update on the Woodstone Restaurant and the possible addition of Pizzeria Uno at the former Bickford’s Restaurant location.  Andrew Maylor, Town Administrator informed Mr. Baker the Woodstone Restaurant issue had been sent back to the Zoning Board of Appeals from Land Court for clarification. Mr. Maylor informed the Board from Mr. Bakers question regarding Pizzeria Uno and was informed that Andrew Schreyer, Town Planner has met with the developer and the plan is going forward.
Selectman Paster wished Mr. Dick Lynch a happy 80th birthday and spoke of his accomplishments. Mr. Paster reminded residents of a fundraiser for Jared Raymond that would be coming up at the end of January. Mr. Paster reminded residents including senior citizens that might be in need of any assistance during the cold weather to contact the Police Department and they would be happy to assist them.
