MINUTES

A meeting of the Board of Selectman was held at the Swampscott Town Hall, 22 Monument Avenue, Swampscott, Mass.  Chairman, Michael McClung opened the meeting at 7:00P.M.       
Attendance: Chairman, Jill G. Sullivan , Vice Chairman,  Robert E. Mazow , Selectman Richard Malagrifa, Matthew W. Strauss, David Van Dam  and Town Administrator, Andrew W. Maylor.
Public Hearing:
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to open public hearing for all parties interested in a request from Mr. Semen Terechin, 159 Lynnway, Lynn, Mass and Mr. Dainis Klavins, 300 Lynn Shore Drive, Lynn, Mass to use premises located at 460 Humphrey Street , Swampscott, Mass for a Class II Used Car Dealers License with the name to be Four Season Motor Group, LLC pending approved CORI, and any all balances and fees being paid to the Town  seconded by Selectman Van Dam.

Mr. Charlie Patisos spoke on behalf of above applicants. Mr. Patsios explained his future plans for the location mentioned above.  Mr. Patsios was asked if he is planning to go before the Zoning Board of Appeals to ask for a change of his special permit. Mr. Patsios did inform the Board he has started the process to appear before the Zoning Board of Appeals for an increase of cars to be sold. 
The Board voted on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to close public hearing seconded by Selectman Van Dam. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to approve request from Mr. Semen Terechin & Mr. Dainis Klavins to use premises located at 460 Humphrey Street , Swampscott, Mass for the purpose of operating a Class II Car Dealers license with the sale of six cars which reflects the permit issued at that location seconded by Selectman Strauss.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to approve a request from Jack Gould to display a sign to recruit softball players for the 2011 season from March 16, 2011 through March 29, 2011, seconded by Selectman Van Dam. 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Mazow to approve an invoice for Kopelman & Paige, P.C in the amount of $6,426.00, for services through January 31, 2011, seconded by Selectman Van Dam.
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to approve an invoice for Bernstein & Miller, P.A.in the amount of $500.00, for services through February 28, 2011, seconded by Selectman Van Dam.
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss to approve a request from Sue & Elliot Sussman, 10 Elmwood Road, Swampscott, Mass to forward their concerns regarding a change of parking regulations and speeding concerns  to the Traffic Study Committee, seconded by Selectman Van Dam. 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Mazow to accept the Senior Abatement Program seconded by Selectman Van Dam. 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to approve  a one day Entertainment Permit request from the Swampscott Library to be used at the Fisherman’s Beach & Harbor Festival on Saturday, June 25, 2011 , from 4-9PM which includes 10 live bands playing at separate times. Police and DPW Departments have been notified seconded by Selectman Strauss. 
Appointment:

The Board briefly discussed the appointment of Richard Bowen of the Law Firm of Blatman, Bobrowski & Mead, LLC as Assistant Town Counsel. 
Donna Champagne O’Keefe, Assistant Assessor, spoke in favor of support for Attorney Bowen.

Neil Sheenan spoke in favor of support for Attorney Bowen. 

The Board agreed to give the current Town Counsel, Kopleman & Paige, P.C the opportunity to address their position prior to a decision being made.

Resident Comment:
Resident, Charlie Patsios spoke on available space he would donate at no cost to the business owners of the Humphrey Street fire.
Town Administrator’s Report:
Andrew W. Maylor, Town Administrator spoke on the following:
The Board discussed Dispatch relating to partnering with the City of Salem. 

Andrew Maylor asked the Board members for directions on re-opening the topic of dispatch with the City of Lynn. 

· Selectman Malagrifa would prefer to go forward with the dialogue with the City of Lynn. 

· Selectman Van dam would prefer to move forward with the City of Salem.

· Selectman Strauss would like to go forward with the City of Salem.

· Selectman Sullivan would like to continue a dialogue with the City of Lynn.

· Selectman Mazow suggested the talk continue with the City of Lynn and maybe they would come up with a different number that would be acceptable.

· Banner across Humphrey Street / Business owners of Humphrey Street fire.

· Lynn Area Chamber of Commerce business meeting with the Humphrey Street business of the recent fire was a positive meeting. 
Selectman’s Time: 
Selectman Van Dam spoke on the numbers being down for Town meeting members and encouraged the community to be part of the government side of the community and informed resident about the write in process of the Town Election. 
Selectman Malagrifa spoke regarding the possible use of the DPW yard for help with yard waste and debris from trees and items that needs to be cleaned up. 
Selectman Malagrifa spoke positively on the response by the community with the donations and support given to the fire victims. 

Selectman Strauss commented on the businesses from the fire on Humphrey Street that are trying to re-open and asked that the community remember to do their business with these groups. Selectman Strauss thanked Chief Breen and the entire Fire Department for their assistance with the fire on Humphrey Street. 

Selectman Mazow requested the community to continue to patronize the businesses that were displaced by the fire.

Selectman Sullivan spoke on the previous business meetings held with the business owners from the fire and informed the community how dedicated and grateful they are to have the Town behind them in so many ways.  Selectman Sullivan commented what a great group of people these individuals are for what they have gone through together.
