Open Session & Update: 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Sullivan to approve a request from Larisa Forman speaking on behalf of her husband Ethan Forman to hold a bike race to benefit the Sue De Vries Cancer Foundation to be held on Saturday, June 4, 2011, starting at 9AM. Seconded by Selectman Malagrifa 
Appointments:
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Sullivan to appoint Deborah MacLean, 41 Puritan Road, Swampscott, Mass to the Board of Directors of the Council on Aging through June 30, 2011, seconded by Selectman Van Dam. 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Sullivan to appoint James Potts to Deputy Chief of the Swampscott Fire Department seconded by Selectman Malagrifa. 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to appoint Christopher Drinon, 20 Grant Road, Swampscott, Mass as a permanent full time Firefighter for the Town of Swampscott subject to the physical Abilities Test (PAT), Medical and Psychological screening seconded by Selectman Sullivan. 

Public Hearing:
The Board  voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to open public hearing on a request from National Grid for permission to excavate the public highway and to run and maintain underground electric conduits, together with such sustaining and protecting fixtures as it may find necessary for the transmission of electricity, said underground conduits to be located substantially in accordance with the plan filed herewith marked Puritan Road, Swampscott, Mass, seconded by Selectman Sullivan.

Mr. John Jankowski from National Grid updated the Board on the above request and informed the Board that National Grid will be responsible for curb to curb resurfacing of the roadway once the project is completed.
No abutters and or residents spoke on the above request. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to close public hearing seconded by Selectman Sullivan. 

The Board voted on a motion by Selectman Sullivan to approve the above request from National Grid as it is stated above at Puritan Road , Swampscott, Mass with the stipulation of when all the work is completed they will be responsible to repave curb to curb, seconded by Selectman Malagrifa  
New & Old Business: 
Selectman Van Dam spoke on businesses in Town that have an outstanding balance owed to the Town with regards to their license status. Selectman Van Dam will find out how other communities deal with chronic lateness. 
Selectman Greenfield asked the Board for support on a resolution to support the Massachusetts House of Representatives Amendment for Health Care reform. Selectman Greenfield will do more research on the resolution and get back to the Board.
