A meeting of the Board of Selectmen was held at the Swampscott Public Library, 61 Burrill Street, Swampscott, Mass.  Chairman Anthony A. Scibelli opened the meeting at 7:30P.M.       
Attendance: Chairman, Anthony A. Scibelli, Vice Chairman Eric A. Walker, Selectmen Adam P. Forman, Robert E. Mazow, Jill G. Sullivan and Town Administrator, Andrew W. Maylor.

Appointment:

Upon the recommendation of the Town Administrator, the Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Walker to appoint Jill Sullivan, Joseph Markarian, Michael McClung, Carl Christie, Gail Rosenberg, Martin Grasso and William O’Brian  to the Town Building Oversight Committee seconded by Selectman Forman. 
Votes of the Board:

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Sullivan to approve Board of Selectmen meeting dates for July 8, 2008, July 22, 2008, August 5, 2008 and August 19, 2008 seconded by Selectman Forman.
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Sullivan to approve block party request from Mathew Roddy to be held on July 5, 2008, seconded by Selectman Mazow.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Forman to approve a one day liquor license request from Sheila Bremer seconded by Selectman Sullivan subject to Chief Madigan’s recommendation of a Police detail if needed. 
Public Hearing: 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Walker to open public hearing regarding a liquor license transfer from Fiory’s Market seconded by Selectman Forman. 

Town Administrator, Andrew W. Maylor recused himself from the discussion.  

After a brief discussion and review of the transfer request, Selectmen Scibelli strongly suggest and the Board supported him that all employees participate in the TIPS Program.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Mazow to approve the above request from National Grid regarding Galloupes Point Road seconded by Selectman Forman.
