BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES

      Tuesday, June 17, 2008

A meeting of the Board of Selectmen was held at the Swampscott Town Hall, 22 Monument Avenue, Swampscott, Mass 01907.  Chairman, Anthony A. Scibelli opened the meeting at 7:30P.M.       
Attendance: Chairman, Anthony A. Scibelli, Vice Chairman,  Eric A. Walker, Selectman Adam P. Forman, Robert E. Mazow,  , Jill G. Sullivan, and Acting  Town Administrator, Dave Castellarin. 
Public Hearing:
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Forman to open public hearing on a request from Verizon on Petition No. P2003-009 for placing one joint owned pole no. 61/25-3 within the public way of Mountwood Road, Swampscott, Mass seconded by Selectman Walker. 

Mr. Everett Bryan, Verizon’s Right of Way Agent spoke to the Board regarding the above request. 
 Resident / Abutter Christine Menzies, 64 Mountwood Road, Swampscott, Mass questioned why the above pole is not being placed underground. 
Mr. Everett Bryan explained that the location of the above request has an existing pole there and Verizon would only put the pole underground if it was requested by the contractor or the homeowner and it was not requested by either party.   

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Walker to close the public hearing on the above request seconded by Selectman Forman.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Walker to approve above request from Verizon pending approval from the Department of Public Works seconded by Selectman Sullivan. 

Public Hearing:
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Sullivan to open public hearing for Aggregate Industries –Northeast Region, Inc annual permit application for Earth Removal Permit for the period of July 1, 2008 to June 30, 2009 seconded by Selectman Forman. 
 Eugene Barden, Chairman of the Earth Removal Committee Chairman spoke on recommendations from ERAC that the summer hours be changed on the permit to reflect a time from 7am-6pm for the primary crushing plant from June 1, 2008 to September 1, 2008. The Board did not approve this recommendation at this time.
Attorney Chris Drucas spoke on behalf of Aggregate Industries.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Walker to close public hearing on the above request seconded by Selectman Forman. 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Sullivan to approve a temporary Aggregate Industries-Northeast Region, Inc permit application for Earth Removal Permit from July 1, 2008 to July 22, 2008, at which time the Board will revisit the permit and revisit to noise study reports at their next scheduled meeting to be held on July 22, 2008.   The motion continues with the following amendments, on page 2 section A to reflect a 9PM end time of the primary crusher, change the end time from 6pm to 9pm on hours for the primary crusher during Monday through Friday from June 1st to September 1st and in section B to change typo error from primary plant to secondary plant seconded by Selectman Forman.

Upon the recommendation of the Town Administrator, the Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Walker to appoint Kevin Reen, Swampscott Police Department as a permanent police officer conditional upon his successful completion of a medical examination and drug testing seconded by Selectman Sullivan.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Sullivan to approve a block party request from Mary Webster to be held on July 12, 2008, seconded by Selectman Forman.
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Forman to approve a block party request from Phil Rotner to be held on July 4, 2008, seconded by Selectman Mazow.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Walker to approve a request from Amisha Divadkar and Girl Scout Troop 8760 to host a sing a long at Fisherman Beach seconded by Selectman Forman. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Forman to approve FY2008 Budget transfer seconded by Selectman Walker. (See attached sheet.)  
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Forman to approve Requisition Civil Service to call for an examination for the positions of Deputy Fire Chief and Fire Chief seconded by Selectman Walker.
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Sullivan to approve requisition Civil Service to call for an examination for the positions of Fire Lieutenant and Fire Captain seconded by Selectman Walker.
