MINUTES

    Tuesday, August 17, 2010

A meeting of the Board of Selectmen was held at the Swampscott Town Hall, 22 Monument Avenue, Swampscott, Mass.  Chairman Jill G. Sullivan opened the meeting at 7:30P.M.       
Attendance: Chairman, Jill G. Sullivan , Vice Chairman Robert E. Mazow , Selectmen Richard Malagrifa, Matthew W. Strauss, David Van Dam  and Acting Town Administrator, Dave Castellarin. 
· Executive Session: 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss to enter into executive session for the purpose of discussing pending and or ongoing litigation the discussion of which in public session would be detrimental to the Town and that no votes would be taken seconded by Selectman Van Dam.  A roll call was taken.

The Board immediately voted to close the executive session on a motion by Selectman Mazow seconded by Selectman Van Dam. 

Selectman Sullivan realized that the motion to open executive session stated there would be no votes taken and this was incorrect, therefore closed executive session and re-opened the meeting for the public.   

· Executive Session:
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Mazow to open executive session for the purpose of discussing pending and or ongoing litigation the discussion of which in public session would be substantially detrimental to the Town and that there would be a vote taken by the Board seconded by Selectman Strauss. A roll call was taken.

New & Old Business: 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Mazow on the following motion to accept the purchase and sales agreement and land development agreement between the Town of Swampscott and Steven and Lisa Hayes for the former Fire Station located at 2 Phillips Avenue, Swampscott, Mass in the amount of $185,000.00 as referenced in said purchase and sales agreement seconded by Selectman Malagrifa

Public Hearing:
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Mazow to open public hearing on an application / request for a section 15 Beer and Wine license from Susan Ellsworth DBA as the Cup-N-Board, 205 Burrill Street, Swampscott, Mass seconded by Selectman Van Dam.
Members of the Board asked the applicant some questions on her hours of operation which she said would be from 6-9pm on weekdays and 7-9pm on Saturday and Sundays from 8-6pm. The applicant informed the Board she is trying for an opening sometime in October or November and that her business would be that of a gourmet food shop which will be offering sandwiches and coffee. The Board asked if she was TIPS certified in which she replied that she was and will forward that certificate to the Town.  The Board welcomed her to the Town and wished her good luck on her endeavor. 

Resident Mr. Wayne Spinney of 213 Burrill Street, Swampscott, Mass recommended a software program that is available to scan all licenses to make sure they are valid. 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Mazow to close public hearing seconded by Selectman Van Dam. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to approve the application from Susan Ellsworth for a Section 15 Beer and Wine  license to be used at the Cup-N-Board, 205 Burrill Street, Swampscott, Mass pending all paperwork and fees owed to the Town  seconded by Selectman Strauss. 
 Votes of the Board:

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss to approve a common victuallers license for the Cup-N-Board, 205 Burrill Street, Swampscott, Mass pending approval from the Health Department and the ZBA including all fees owed to the Town and completion of paperwork seconded by Selectman Malagrifa. 
The Board voted on a motion by Selectman Mazow to approve a change of DBA  on their current liquor license from 8 Asia Restaurant, 443A Paradise Road, Swampscott, Mass to Aikia Steakhouse pending approval from the ABCC, completion of proposed establishment, approval of the Building Inspector, Fire Safety Certificate and completion of all paperwork and fees to the Town, seconded by Selectman Strauss. 

Selectman Mazow informed the Board that there is currently a stop work order on the above location from the Town’s building inspector. The applicant responded saying that there had been miscommunications between the contractors and the Town.  Selectman Sullivan and Dave Castellarin, Acting Town Administrator both commented that a stop work order means no work to be done on the premises and no one should be entering the premises. Selectman Mazow voiced his concerns with the changes and or conflicts that have been happening within the Town’s departments since granting this liquor license last year. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Van Dam to approve the following dates for the Board of Selectmen’s meeting for September 14, 2010, September 28, 2010, October 12, 2010 and October 26, 2010 seconded by Selectman Malagrifa. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss to approve an invoice for Bernstein & Miller, P.C in the amount of $1,000.00 for services through July 1, 2010, seconded by Selectman Mazow. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Mazow to approve a request from Jack Gould to place a temporary sign from August 17, 2010 through August 31, 2010 to advertise and recruit for a Sunday morning softball group seconded by Selectman Malagrifa. 
The Board voted 4-0 in favor on a motion by Selectman Mazow to approve meeting minutes from August 3, 2010, seconded by Selectman Strauss. Selectman Malagrifa recused himself. 

The Board voted 4-0 in favor on a motion by Selectman Mazow to approve executive session meeting minutes from August 3, 2010, seconded by Selectman Strauss. Selectman Malagrifa recused himself. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Mazow to approve a block party request from Nico Flannery-Pitcher, 556 Beach Avenue, Swampscott, Mass to be held on September 18, 2010 from 12-7:30PM seconded by Selectman Strauss. 

Town Administrator’s Report:
Dave Castellarin, Acting Town Administrator reminded the community that the Recreation Department will hold a community movie night on August 18, 2010, with the showing of the movie “Up”.  Dave Castellarin, Acting Town Administrator updated the Board on a boat that had washed up on the beach over the weekend and what the process is of removing that boat from the Town.
Selectmen’s Time: 

Selectman Van Dam welcomed Conway Reality to the community. Selectman Van Dm commented on the recent accident on Humphrey Street involving a MBTA Cruiser and how the community was lucky that no one had gotten seriously hurt. 

Selectman Malagrifa explained to the Board members that he was across the street from the location of the accident when it occurred and acknowledged the great response from the Police Departments and Fire Departments on handling this situation.
