Attendance: Chairman, Matthew W. Strauss, Vice Chair, Richard Malagrifa, Selectmen Barry Greenfield, Jill G. Sullivan , David Van Dam, and Town Administrator, Andrew W. Maylor.
Open Session / Discussion:

The Board heard from Mr. Dan Santanello , Mr. Scott Zabar along with members of the Swampscott Little League on a request to hang a sign that pays  tribute to Mr. Duratti, Mr. Holmes and Mr. Cerone.
The Board voted four to one  in favor on a motion by Selectman Sullivan to approve the naming of the 12 year old field only and for the members of the Swampscott Little League to come before the Board with their design and or plans, seconded by Selectman Malagrifa. 

Comments from the Board:
Selectman Sullivan has no problem with naming of fields but believes it should be done on a case by case basis. Selectman Sullivan feels this concept can also generate revenue opportunities. Selectman Sullivan did not feel if the above request was approved it would not put a future Board at risk of making a decision.
Selectman Strauss wanted to implement a policy on naming of fields. Selectman Strauss informed the Board that if the request was approved it would be hard to say no to the next request. 
Selectman Malagrifa feels that each request should be voted on as individual request and that having a policy in effect for the rights of naming a particular area and or space is something that should be voted on its own merit and situation.  

Public Hearing:
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to open public hearing on tax classification seconded by Selectman Sullivan. A roll call was taken.

Olcott to Mr. Paul E.  pending CORI results, any and all payments to the Town being paid, seconded by Selectman Greenfield. 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to approve invoice for Bernstein & Miller, P.A. in the amount of $1,660.00, for services through October 31, 2011, seconded by Selectman Sullivan 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to approve invoice for Collins, Loughran & Peloguin, P.C. in the amount of $1,387.50, for services through October 31, 2011, seconded by Selectman Sullivan.
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to approve a request from Chabad of the North Shore  to hold a family fun 5K race to be held on December 18, 2011, from 2-4PM, the event will begin and end at the Chabad House, 44 Burrill Street, Swampscott, Mass, seconded by Selectman Sullivan. 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to approve meeting minutes from October 26, 2011, seconded by Selectman Sullivan.
