MEETING MINUTES

A meeting of the Board of Selectmen was held at the Swampscott Public Library, 61 Burrill Street, Swampscott, Mass. Chairman Adam P. Forman opened the meeting at 7:30P.M.       
Attendance: Chairman, Adam P. Forman, Vice Chairman Anthony A. Scibelli, Selectmen Eric A. Walker, Jill G. Sullivan and Town Administrator, Andrew W. Maylor.
Open Session / Discussion:

Worcester Avenue and Plymouth Avenue residents spoke in support of having a “Do not Enter” sign be put back up. Dave Castellarin, Traffic Committee member and Gino Cresta, DPW Director commented on their recommendation of the removal of this sign after data was received and researched by Lt. Gary Lord of the Swampscott Police Department.   After much discussion, the Board of Selectmen unanimously voted on a motion by Selectman Scibelli to instruct and allow the Department of Public works to put this “ Do Not Enter “ sign back up seconded by Selectman Sullivan. 
Public Hearing: 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Scibelli to open Public Hearing on all 2008 renewals of all Liquor Licenses seconded by Selectman Walker.
The Public was asked for any questions and or concerns. There was no to speak. 

 The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Walker to close Public Hearing on 2008 renewals of Liquor Licenses seconded by Selectman Scibelli. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectmen Scibelli to approve all 2008 renewal of Liquor Licenses in Town subject to all outstanding balance owed to the Town have been paid , approval of the appropriate Department Heads, proper completion of all paperwork, and the Fire Safety Certificate has been signed and issued  seconded by Selectman Sullivan. Public Hearing:
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Scibelli to open Public Hearing for Classification of Real and Property Tax with the Board of Assessors seconded by Selectman Sullivan. 
Chairman of the Board of Assessors, Neil Sheehan and Assistant Asssessor, Donna Champagne O’Keefe discussed with the Board their report concerning the adoption of residential factor to determine the percentage of tax burden to be borne by each class of property for fiscal year 2008. The Assistant Assessor and the Board of Assessors recommended a 175% tax classification for the Commercial, Industrial and Personal Property category.  There was no action taken at this time by the Board of Selectman. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Walker to close Public Hearing seconded by Selectman Scibelli.

Upon the recommendation of the Town Administrator, the Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Scibelli to appoint Anthony Luciano to Assistant Plumbing Inspector seconded by Selectman Sullivan.
Upon the recommendation of the Town Administrator, the Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Scibelli to appoint Jeff Waldman to Assistant Plumbing Inspector seconded by Selectman Sullivan.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Scibelli to approve an estimate resident population contained in Mass general Laws Chapter 138 , Section 17 as of July 10, 2008 per requested from the Alcohol Beverage Control Commission seconded by Selectman Sullivan.
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Scibelli to approve the 2008 renewal of common victuallers licenses seconded by Selectman Walker.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Scibelli to approve invoice for Kopelman & Paige, P.C in the amount of $4,495.00 for services through October 31, 2007 seconded by Selectman Walker.
