A meeting of the Board of Selectmen was held at the Swampscott Town Hall, 22 Monument Avenue, Swampscott, Mass.  Chairman, Jill G. Sullivan opened the meeting at 7:30P.M.       
Attendance: Chairman, Jill G. Sullivan , Vice Chairman, Robert E. Mazow , Selectman Richard Malagrifa, Matthew W. Strauss, David Van Dam  and Assistant Town Administrator, Dave Castellarin..
Open Session & Discussion: 
John Upham from National Grid updated the Board on streetlight outages and communication with the Town.  National Grid confirmed there have been some communication mistakes made with the Town and residents.  National Grid has promised that going forward they will improve lines of communication with the Town.   
Public Hearing:
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to open a public hearing for the renewal of liquor licenses for the year 2011, seconded by Selectman Van Dam. A roll call vote was taken. 

The Board opened the floor to hear any comments and or concerns which there were none. 

The Board discussed the future of implementing a new policy for next year regarding the payment of balances owed to the Town.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss to close the public hearing seconded by Selectman Van Dam. A roll call was taken. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Mazow to approve all the renewals for the year 2011 for all liquor licenses for the Town of Swampscott pending all balances owed to the Town being paid, approval of appropriate paperwork, renewal fees and the approval of the Fire Safety Certificate for all section 12 license holders, seconded by Selectman Malagrifa. Appointments:
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to re-appoint Geoffrey Boland to the position of Assistant Harbor Master through June 30, 2011, seconded by Selectman Van Dam. 

Selectman Mazow and Selectman Van Dam interviewed Douglas Dubin and Tara Myslinski as candidates for the position of an Associate Member of the Zoning Board of Appeals. 

Selectman Mazow recommended Tara Myslinski for the position.

Selectman Van Dam recommended Douglas Dubin for the position.

The Board voted 3-2 in favor of a recommendation from Selectman Van Dam to appoint Douglas Dubin, 21 R Elm Place, Swampscott, Mass to the position of an Associate Member to the Zoning Board of Appeals seconded by Selectman Malagrifa. Selectman Mazow and Selectman Sullivan opposed the motion 
 Votes of the Board:
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman  Mazow to support a recommendation of Bill Bush to name the entrance to the parking lot next to the tennis courts after Football Coach Stan Bondelevitch seconded by Selectman Malagrifa. Selectman Strauss supported the idea but was not in favor of the location. 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss to change meeting dates from Tuesday’s to Wednesday’s including the change of meeting time from 7pm to 8pm seconded by Selectman Van Dam.
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Mazow to approve a change to City Bar & Grill, 435 Paradise Road, Swampscott, Mass  Entertainment License to include live music pending approval from the Zoning Board of Appeals if needed seconded by Selectman Malagrifa.  
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Mazow to approve a change of hours to their current liquor license  for  City Bar & Grill, 435 Paradise Road, Swampscott, Mass from a new closing time from  midnight to 1AM pending approval of the Zoning Board of Appeals  if needed seconded by Selectman Malagrifa. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to approve a request from the Swampscott Yacht Club, 425 Humphrey Street, Swampscott, Mass for a change of manager of their liquor license from Kenneth Hahn to Robert Sharp seconded by Selectman Strauss.
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to approve a request from the Swampscott Yacht Club, 425 Humphrey Street, Swampscott, Mass for a change of officers and directors on their liquor license as noted in package seconded by Selectman Strauss.
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Mazow to approve the 2011 renewals of Common Victuallers Permits pending all balances owed to the Town being paid, approval of all paperwork and renewal fees, seconded by Selectman Strauss. (See attached list)

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to approve the 2011 renewals of Entertainment Licenses pending all balances owed to the Town being paid, approval of all paperwork and renewal fees, seconded by Selectman Van Dam.( See attached list )

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss to approve the 2011 renewals of Class II Car Dealers License pending all balances owed to the Town being paid, approval of all paperwork and renewal fees, seconded by Selectman Malagrifa.(See attached list)
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss to approve the 2011 renewal of Inn Holders License for Capt-N-Jacks, 235-237 Humphrey Street, Swampscott, Mass pending all balances owed to the Town being paid, approval of all paperwork and renewal fees, seconded by Selectman Malagrifa. The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss to approve the renewal of a 2011 brown bag license for Café Paulino, 646 Humphrey Street, Swampscott, Mass pending all balances owed to the Town being paid, approval of all paperwork and renewal fees, seconded by Selectman Malagrifa. 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Malagrifa to approve the change in the residential population for the Town of Swampscott from 13,672 to 13,612 as of July 10, 2011, under the authority contained in MGL Chapter 138, Section 17 for the purpose of establishing a quota for the Alcohol Beverage Control Commission seconded by Selectman Mazow. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss to approve meeting minutes from November 9, 2010 which includes changes, seconded by Selectman Van Dam. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss to approve an invoice for Kopelmam & Paige, P.C. in the amount of $3,859.00, for services through October 31, 2010, seconded by Selectman Malagrifa. 

The Board voted unanimously on motion by Selectman Strauss to approve meeting dates for the Board of Selectman for Wednesday, January 5, 2011, January 19, 2011, February 2, 2011 and February 16, 2011, seconded by Selectman Malagrifa. 

Town Administrator’s Report:
Dave Castellarin, Assistant Town Administrator reminded the community on the Toys for Ticket program that will end on December 17, 2010.

Selectman’s Time: 
Selectman Van Dam reminded the community of the upcoming Hanukah and Holiday Party to be held at the Senior Center. Selectman Van Dam congratulated the big blue on their recent football win during the Thanksgiving Day game.
