Resident Comment: 
Resident Vicki Tyler of Cherry Street, Swampscott, Mass, spoke on the recent flood maps and requested that a link be added to the Town’s website.
Appointments: 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss to appoint Linda Fistel, 330 Humphrey Street, Swampscott, Mass, to the Disability Commission for the Town of Swampscott, seconded by Selectman Greenfield. 
The Swampscott Housing Authority opened their meeting on a motion by Vice Chair Barbara Eldridge and seconded by member Richard Callahan. .  

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss on a recommendation from the members of the Swampscott Housing Authority to appoint James Lombard, 2 Burke Drive, Swampscott, Mass to the Housing Authority Board for a term to expire on April 29, 2014, seconded by Selectman Kessler. 
Selectman Strauss commented that James Lombard is an outstanding candidate for the appointment to the Swampscott Housing authority. 

The Swampscott Housing Authority closed their meeting on a motion by Chair James Hughes and seconded by Member Richard Callahan.

Selectman Callahan suggested a permanent sign board where Atlantic Avenue and Humphrey Street cross.  Selectman Callahan showed the Board pictures of the traffic island near the above site that needs some attention. The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Callahan to approve a one day liquor license for the SHE NETWORK to be held on October 5, 2013 at the Blytheswood from 7-11PM, seconded by Selectman Strauss.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Kessler to approve a ten day extension of signage for the Big Blue Thrift Store starting on October 3, 2013, seconded by Selectman Greenfield. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss to open the Special Town Meeting Warrant and to close the Special Town Meeting Warrant on Friday on October 18, 2013 at noon time, seconded by Selectman Greenfield.
