Attendance: Chairman, Matthew Strauss, Vice Chair , Naomi Dreeben , Selectman  Glenn Kessler, John Callahan, Laura Spathanas , and Town Administrator, Thomas Younger. 
Executive Session:

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Callahan  to enter into executive session to discuss strategy with respect to litigation if an open meeting may have a detrimental effect on litigation position of the public body and the Chair so declares discussion  and possible vote by the Board of Selectman on the following contracts: Police Department Contract, Clerical Contract, Fire Department Contract and the DPW Contract, seconded by Selectman Dreeben. A roll call vote was taken by Selectman Callahan and seconded by Selectman Dreeben.  (See executive session meeting minutes)
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Callahan to close executive session and return to open session seconded by Selectman Spathanas.  A roll call vote was taken by Selectman Callahan and seconded by Selectman Spathanas. 

Appointments:
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Spathans to appoint Claire Avery, 16 Keene Street, Lynn, Mass as a part time business assistant working fourteen hours a week for the Swampscott Police Department, seconded by Selectman Callahan. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Callahan to appoint Jeanne Butler, 12 Lillian Drive, Ipswich, Mass as a Special Police Officer for the Town of Swampscott, seconded by Selectman Dreeben. 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Callahan to appoint John Behen, 11 Rockland Drive, Danvers, Mass as a Special Police Officer for the Town of Swampscott, seconded by Selectman Dreeben. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Kessler to appoint John Speidel, 63 Orchard Road, Billerica, Mass to the position of Assistant Assessor for the Town of Swampscott, seconded by Selectman Dreeben. 
Selectman Kessler asked if the appointments above for a special police officer be used to ticket at Phillips Beach. 

New and Old News:
Selectman Dreeben spoke about her upcoming meeting with Congressman Tierney and asked for any questions or topics to bring to the meeting. 

Selectman Callahan spoke on grade levels for employees.  Selectman Callahan asked Mr. Younger if he would be hiring more professionals and what is the Town’s expectation on certain positions. 

Traffic Recommendations:
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Dreeben on the recommendation of the Traffic Study Committee to remove the “No Parking “restriction on the ocean side of Rockland Street from Highland Street to Greenwood Avenue and to add “No parking this side” on the non-ocean side of Rockland Street from Highland Street to Greenwood Avenue, seconded by Selectman Callahan. 
Selectman Callahan made a motion to table the residents request for a sign on Middlesex Avenue, no second motion was made –Motion fails. 

The Board voted 4-1 on a motion by Selectman Spathanas the recommendation of the Traffic Study Committee to approve a residents request from Middlesex Avenue for “resident permit parking 6AM to 10AM , from Burrill Street to Norfolk Avenue and to remove on “15 minute parking Sign, seconded by Selectman Kessler. Selectman Callahan opposed the motion. 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Callahan on the recommendation of the Traffic Study Committee to vote against a residents request to add one sided parking on Marshall Street, seconded by Selectman Dreeben.
Selectman Callahan requested that the Traffic Study Committee attend a future meeting of the Board.  
Resident Louise Mason spoke in support of the request for the parking sign on the ocean side of Rockland Street.  
Votes of the Board:
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Kessler to approve meeting minutes from April 16, 2014, March 19, 2014 and executive session meeting minutes from March 19, 2014, seconded by Selectman Callahan. Selectman Dreeben and Selectman Spathanas abstained from the vote. 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Callahan to approve the Swampscott Police Departments, Fire Departments, Clerical Department and the DPW Contracts, seconded by Selectman Dreeben.
