New & Old Business: 
Resident Sarah Brogna asked if the Town is boxed in with the current number of students that were in the plan for a new elementary school, she feels the number is accurate. 
Selectman Strauss spoke on his attempt for a ruling from Town Council on implementing a town wide call to explain the school project ballot question to the residents and or being able to have a hand out explaining the outcome of a vote not to persuade any one interest but for only information. 

Selectman Dreeben spoke about how the Town can clarify the upcoming ballot question regarding the school project which’d failed at Town Meeting, Selectmen Dreeben feels that there is a lot of confusion out in the community about what the vote means. 

Selectman Kessler commented on that supporters of the school project have by right to get two hundred signatures which those supporters would need to go back to the Board of Selectmen to have a special town meeting. Selectmen Kessler commented that if it came back to the Selectman then they should not block it. Selectman Kessler commented a new facility would be nice but having good qualified teachers is in the best interest of the students. 
Mr. Thomas Younger informed the Board that a letter has been sent to the School Building Authority asking to keep the Town of Swampscott in line for funding for new plan for the school, a response to the letter has not been received as of today’s date.
