Appointments: 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss to recommend Selectman Dreeben as the New Chairman of the Board of Selectmen, seconded by Selectman Spathanas. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Callahan to appoint Selectman Spathanas to Vice Chair of the Board of Selectman, seconded by Selectman Strauss. 
The Board voted on a motion by Selectman Spathanas to appoint Betty Gallo as the Part Time Administrative Assistant to the Council on Aging, seconded by Selectman Strauss. 
Town Meeting / Open Discussion/ Athletic Field Article 6.
Athletic Field Advisory Committee & the All Blue Foundation / Member Josh Field spoke and asked the Board for their support on Article 6 and Article 7. 

Selectman Callahan suggest the Board should vote separately on each article. 

Selectman Strauss stands behind Article 6. Selectman Strauss has some concerns but not enough to not support the Article 6. Selectman Strauss recommends the Board support Article 6. 
Selectman Spellios agrees with Selectman Strauss on being more articulate on what is said regarding Article 6. Selectman Spellios believes it is investment for the Town and not just for kids playing sports, and the article needs the voice of the Board. 

Selectman Spathanas supports Article 6, believes it is the best it can be for the Town. 

Selectman Dreeben commented that she has been positively persuaded to support Article 6 on the Athletic Field. Selectman Dreeben commented that she believes a new athletic field is a good investment for the Town. 
Article 10, Article 11, and Article 12-Zoning by Law Amendments –The Board supports all three articles-No formal vote was taken. 

Selectman Dreeben informed the Board that she would like to speak briefly at Town Meeting to inform the community of the Boards accomplishments from the past year, future goals of the upcoming year, consolidation of town services, acknowledgement of former Selectman Kessler’s service to the Town.
