Attendance: Chairman, Naomi Dreeben, Vice Chair, Laura Spathanas, Selectman John Callahan, Matthew Strauss, and Thomas G. Younger, Town Administrator. 
New & Old Business: 

Selectman Spathanas spoke on upcoming 4th of July events in Town. 

Selectman Callahan spoke of having the Selectman having a Table at the Farmer’s Market on a regular schedule.
Selectman Strauss will be at the Farmers Market in July and suggested that Selectman should go through Mary Webster for scheduling. Selectman Strauss spoke on the Recreation Departments concert series.

Appointment:

The Board unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss to appoint Mr.  John Murphy, 1 Bradford Court, Marblehead, Mass as a laborer for the DPW Department, seconded by Selectman Spathanas.  DPW, Director Gino Cresta thanked all the applicants who applied for the position. 

Selectman’s Time:
Selectman Dreeben spoke on the vacancies on various Boards & Committees including an opening on the Planning Board due to a resignation.  Selectman Dreeben mentioned the newly formed Field Construction Committee looking for volunteers for that committee. Selectman Dreeben spoke on the Master Plan Committee which will be holding two more public meetings and encouraged residents to attend.  Selectman Dreeben spoke on how best to support the Master Plan with a suggestion of having a Leadership Forum. Selectman Dreeben informed the community that the Master Plan Committee will be having a table at the Strawberry Festivals and invited everyone to stop by their table. 

Selectman Strauss suggested televising the Leadership Forum when it is scheduled.    
Selectman Callahan spoke on being more affective on getting the information simplified to the community regarding the Master Plan. 
Public Hearing:
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss to open public hearing on Wednesday, July 1, 2015 at 7: 15 PM at the Swampscott Town Hall, 22 Monument Avenue, Swampscott, Massachusetts, at the Board of Selectmen’s meeting for all parties interested in a request from Pergola Construction, Co., Inc, 221 Essex Street, Swampscott, Mass to use premises located at 221 Essex Street, for a Class II Used Car Dealer’s License, seconded by Selectman Spathanas. 

Attorney Mr. William DiMento spoke on behalf of Pergola Construction, Co. 
Selectman Callahan asked for some additional information on the land being used and the history of the location in the back of 221 Essex Street.  

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Callahan to close the Public Hearing, seconded by Selectman Strauss. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss to approve the Class II Car Dealer’s License for Pergola Construction, Co, 221 Essex Street, Swampscott, Mass, seconded by Selectman Spathanas. 
Open Discussion: Beach Fires.
Beach fires were discussed-No formal vote was taken-The Board has requested that Chief Breen of the Swampscott Fire Department put a policy together and return that policy to the Board for review.  The permit to allow beach fires would have to go through the Fire Department. 
Attorney Tom McEnaney spoke on regulations that were approved many years prior that there will be no fires on beaches by the former DPW Board.  Mr. McEnaney stated he does not believe these regulations are part of the Town By Law but will continue to look into the regulations as they were adopted years prior. 

Selectman Strauss commented that he believes Phillip’s Beach is the wrong beach for fires. Selectman Strauss questioned the enforcement of cleaning up, the idea of allowing fires on beaches is far more involved than just allowing them, looking for more of a policy. Selectman Strauss commented that most surrounding communities do not allow fires on the Beach. 

Selectman Callahan questioned the cleaning up concept.  Selectman Callahan supports the idea of fires on beaches and believes it’s a great opportunity in the community. Selectman Callahan suggested the deposit for a fire permit could be given back upon the site being cleaned and inspected. 
Selectman Spathanas is please that beach fires will be regulated and feels people taking out a permit to enjoy this activity would be responsible than not taking a permit when it relates to cleaning up the site. 
Selectman Dreeben feels that open beach fires will be safer with a policy in affect. 

Open Discussion: Communication Committee

Open discussion on the draft charge for the new Communication Committee.  No formal vote taken.  Selectman Callahan asked who would be paying for newsletter, press releases, printing and all and any expenses –Mr. Younger replied that the Town would pay.  Selectman Callahan asked if there would be a disclaimer on anything. Mr. Younger replied no. 
Open Discussion on liaisons to Boards & Committees.  

· Selectman Strauss will be the liaison to the Article 6 Committee.

· Selectman Callahan will be the liaison to the Harbor and Waterfront Advisory Board. 
· Preliminary Planning Board Candidates review –no formal vote was taken-The Board agreed to have Selectman Dreeben as the representative.

In Attendance were Gino Cresta, DPW Director, David Peterson & Betsy Frederick of Kleinfelder Engineering Firm, Attorney Thomas McEnaney of Kopelman & Page, PC. ,
An update was given by Attorney Thomas McEnaney, Gino Cresta, DPW Director and Thomas Younger, Town Administrator. 

Chairman Dreeben opened the dialogue with anyone who would like to speak and or ask questions from the audience. 

Resident Henry Ivers, 21 Phillips Avenue, Swampscott, Mass spoke on his concerns and made some suggestions to the Board and Town. Mr. Ivers commented he believes it is a complex problem to solve.
Selectman Strauss commented that he wanted to approve and sign the decree.

Selectman Callahan commented that he is embarrassed that the Town has let this go on and on and realizes the system is an old one and the Town has inherited the problem from the past. 
The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss to allow Chairperson, Naomi Dreeben to sign on behalf of the Board of Selectmen the EPA Consent Decree regarding Stacy Brook matter, seconded by Selectman Spathanas.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Strauss to approve the meetings from February 4, 2015, June 1, 2015 and executive session meeting minutes from June 1, 2015, Selectman Spathanas.

The Board voted on a motion by Selectman Strauss to approve a recommendation from the Traffic Study Committee from a resident at 68 Middlesex Avenue, Swampscott, Mass for a Handicap Parking sign to remain in place during the residency of the current resident, seconded by Selectman Spathanas.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Spathanas to approve the FY15 Year End Shuffle as presented, seconded by Selectman Strauss.
