Tuesday, February 15, 2005

A meeting of the Board of Selectmen was held at the Swampscott Town Hall in the Douglas F. Allen Meeting Room on Tuesday, February 15, 2005,  Chairman, Daniel R. Santanello, opened the meeting at 7:30p.m.

Attendance: Chairman, Daniel R. Santanello, Vice Chairman, Reid J. Cassidy, Selectmen Marc R. Paster, Charles D. Baker, William R. Hyde, Sr ,  and Town Administrator, Andrew W. Maylor.

Appointment:

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Paster to appoint Mr. Russell Patten to the position Town Clerk position effective March 1, 2005 pending a pre-employment physical and CORI seconded by Selectman Hyde.

Public Hearing:

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Hyde to open public hearing seconded by Selectman Paster. The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Paster for transfer of liquor license from K & K Fiory’s Market,  205 Burrill Street,  to Iraq Rahimi dba Fiory’s Market pending CORI seconded by Selectman Cassidy.The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Paster to close public hearing seconded by Selectman Hyde.

Update:

Dorrie Pizzella, Executive Director of the CPA Community Preservation Coalition, gave a presentation to the Board on the Community Preservation Act explaining the benefits and what impact it would have on the town and its residents. The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Paster to endorse CPA adoption seconded by Selectman Hyde. 

Weston and Sampson gave an update to the Board on installation of new water meters.

Proclamation:

Chairman Santanello read a Proclamation for American Red Cross celebrating 100 years of service. The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Hyde to support  the Red Cross  organization seconded by Selectman Paster.

Votes of the Board:

 The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Cassidy to open the  Town Meeting Warrant seconded by Selectman Paster.

The Board voted unanimously  on a motion by Selectman Hyde to approve meeting minutes from January 18, 2005 seconded by Selectman Paster.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Cassidy to extend special license of Café Pauolina’s Restaurant, 646 Humphrey Street to allow customers to bring their own beer and wine until May 15, 2005 seconded by Selectman Paster. 

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Cassidy for a one-day liquor license for Temple Beth El, 55 Atlantic Avenue seconded by Selectman Paster.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Cassidy to suspend Papa John’s Restaurant, 410 Humphrey Street, current beer and wine liquor license until monies owed to the Town are paid,  seconded by Selectman Paster.

Town Administrator’s Report:

Andrew W. Maylor, Town Administrator spoke regarding  a private contractor who was not employed by  the Town but recently damaged benches at Driscoll Park and will be responsible for repairing them. A balanced budget will be submitted to the Board of Selectmen by March 1, 2005. 

Selectmen’s Time:

Selectman Baker spoke on the school budget.

Selectman Paster spoke on the Comcast Cable contract and the possibility of implementing a lower rate for senior citizens.

Chairman Santanello suggested a letter of thanks be sent to the Red Sox Organization and Mr. John Pesky for their involvement with bringing the World Series Trophy to the residents of Swampscott.
