MINUTES

Tuesday, August 10, 2004

Swampscott Town Hall, Douglas F.Allen Meeting Room

A meeting of the Board of Selectmen was held at the Swampscott Town Hall in the Douglas F.Allen Meeting on Tuesday, August 10, 2004 Chairman Daniel R. Santanello opened the meeting at 7:30p.m.

Attendance: Chairman, Daniel R. Santanello, Vice Chairman, Reid J. Cassidy, Selectmen William R. Hyde Sr, Charles D. Baker, Marc R. Paster and Town Administrator Andrew W. Maylor.

Discussion:

Mr. John Sullivan representing the Solimine, Landergan & Rhodes Funeral home appeared with Mr. Dave DeFlippo of Woodlawn Memorials to inform the Town that the funeral home will donate to the town a cleaning and restoration service to the World War II Monument on Monument Avenue. Resident Mr. John Gambale who had been working to get these repairs completed thanked both men for their generosity.

Mr.Eugene Bardon Chairman of the Earth Removal Advisory Committee updated as to the Phillips Beach Parking Lot that Aggregate Industries resurfaced with no cost to the Town.

A discussion of the Traffic Study Committee on how the group should be appointed and its operation was delayed until the Board of Selectman meeting on August 24, 2004.
Appointment:

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Paster to appoint Dave Castellarin as acting Town Administrator from August 16, 2004 through August 23, 2004 seconded by Selectman Hyde.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Hyde to re-appoint Thomas Ruskin to the Conservation Commission seconded by Selectman Cassidy.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Hyde to appoint Richard Griffen and Anthony Fiory to the position of DPW Laborer pending pre-employment physical within 10 days and CORI certification seconded by Selectman Paster.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Cassidy to appoint Sally D’Agnese to Activities Coordinator at the Swampscott Senior Center pending CORI certification and pre-employment physical seconded by Selectman Paster.

Votes of the Board:

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Paster to allow for a 60-day brown bag permit to allow customers of Caffe Paolina, 646 Humphrey Street to bring their own beer and wine seconded by Selectman Cassidy. Resident Jean Reardon spoke prior to this vote and supports the brown bag permit but suggest that Caffe Paolino follows the same rules that apply under the Guidelines of the Alcohol Beverage Control Commission.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Paster to approve block party to be held on August 28, 2004 from Martha Curry seconded by Selectman Cassidy.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Paster to approve block party to be held on September 5, 2004 from Mary Dechillo seconded by Selectman Cassidy.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Hyde to approve block party to be held on September 4, 2004 from Kara Ring seconded by Selectman Paster.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Paster to approve over hanging sign for Thai Thang Restaurant, 408 Humphrey Street seconded by Selectman Hyde.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Cassidy to approve request pending CORI Certification from Mr. John Sacherski for a change of manager for VFW Post, 8 Pine Street pending seconded by Selectman Paster.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Cassidy to approve invoice in the amount of $21,159.21 for Goulston & Storrs seconded by Selectman Paster.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Cassidy to approve invoice I the amount of $13,083.60 for Goulston & Storrs seconded by Selectman Paster.

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Cassidy to approve Swampscott Public Library to have sign placed on Town Hall lawn for their annual book sale from September 20 through October 12, 2004 seconded by Selectman Paster

The Board voted unanimously on a motion by Selectman Cassidy to approve MWRA Water Bond seconded by Selectman Paster. The text of the vote is attached.

Commendation:

Chairman Santanello read a letter from a resident thanking Sergeant Jonathan Locke for his assistance provided to a disabled driver.

Town Administrator’s Report:

Andrew W. Maylor, Town Administrator and Martin Goldman, Town Moderator has asked for five to seven volunteers from the community who would be interested in serving on a Fourth of July Committee that would be responsible for fundraising and coordinating the annual activities. An alternate member of the Zoning board of Appeals is needed applicants can apply through mid September. 
Selectman’s Time:

Selectman Hyde informed members he has been elected to serve on the Executive Committee of the Essex County’s Selectmen’s Associatation.

Selectman Baker questioned a change in state aid to education formula, which seems to be less then what was originally anticipated.
