Thursday, January 13, 2011
The regular meeting of the Cable TV Advisory Council of Litchfield was held on Thursday, January 13, 2011.  A quorum was seated:  Chairman, Stephen Simonin, Litchfield;  Diane Knox, Litchfield;  Bernie Harrington, Goshen;  John Angevine, Warren;  Jeff Dunn, Thomaston;  John Luciano, Christopher Anderson,  and Lucille Paige, Torrington.   Also attending was Jennifer Young, CABLEVISION.

Mr. Simonin called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.  A “slate” of officers was nominated for 2011-12.

Ms. Paige nominated Stephen Simonin for Chairman, seconded by Mr. Angevine.

Ms. Paige nominated John Luciano for Vice-Chairman, seconded by Mr. Simonin

Mr. Simonin nominated Lucille Paige for Secretary, seconded by Mr. Anderson

Ms. Paige nominated Diane Knox for Treasurer, seconded by Mr. Simonin.

Ms. Pat Donovan, from League of Women’s’ Voters commented on CPTV and BBC America on cable.

Mr. James Schultz, Warren, asked when WNBC will be available in HD.

Mr. Ed Cannata, Torrington, asked the charge of this Council, how he can get involved and where can he access the Website.

Upon a motion by Mr. Simonin, seconded by Mr. Harrington, Ms. Paige was asked to compile a list of members who have attended the meetings and who are still members from the various towns to be available for the March meeting. Motion carried unanimously.

Mrs. Knox gave the Treasurer’s report:  balance in checkbook 1-13-2011 = $887.56.  A brief discussion on how to allocate the funds took place.  The scholarships distribution can be continued, with the overage to be applied to getting this Council’s Website up and running.
Mr. Dunn reported on the highly successful Varsity Challenge on the Education channel.  John Willink (through Mr. Simonin) received complaints about the wait time in getting help to the subscribers/customers.  Mr. Simonin commented on the loss of Fox 61 channel – not available on a regular basis.  Mr. Anderson reported the progress of the Website, explained the link to towns, domain title, etc.  He will investigate the cost of “landing address”.  Mr. Dunn moved to allocate up to $500 for development and implementation of the Council Website and have Mr. Anderson report progress, seconded by Mr. Harrington.  Motion carried unanimously.  The Council discussed the monthly fees for subscription basis.
Mrs. Young reported that OWN (Oprah Winfrey Network) is now available on Channel 181 and CPTV is available on Channel 116.  Fox soccer channel 461 International Sports; Classic HGTV available on channels 620, 621, Food, Home Gardens on Channel 114.

Mr. Simonin reported on his visit with Governor Dan Malloy and their discussion of job creation.  Mr. Simonin will also schedule a talk with US Senator Richard Blumenthal.  The Northwest Chamber of Commerce on Kennedy Drive, in Torrington will host reception with Senator Blumenthal on January 19th.

Upon a motion by Mrs. Knox, seconded by Mr. Dunn, the meeting was unanimously adjourned at 8:35 p.m.
