1.0 Preliminaries
1.1. Open Meeting- MT opened the meeting at 7:32 pm.

JD apologized for his absence over the past few weeks. 
1.4 Chair’s Report- MT stated that Con Com is back on track with new staff members. 

1.5 Agent’s Report- Nik Gualco has been working with the Building Department, checking in and seeing what they need. BOH form was completed on 1 Brown Road.  NG conducted a site walk of 11West Elm for the BOH Department Referral Form.  There was no presence of any wetland. A gentlemen called in regards to a tree that he had believed should have been cut down on Coppersmith Way.  NG walked the site with the Forester. The paint color on the tree was different than the one originally used. The forester’s opinion is that they were not meant to be marked. NG will conduct a pre-construction meeting tomorrow for 3 Wheeler Road. JP called in regards to a possible violation at 185 Fitchburg Road. NG went to the area and did notice a ditch parallel to Rt. 113. MT- make sure you get the name of the property owner, the address, and any photos from the Con Com members when responding to possible violations.  We need to get a Standard Operating Procedure for these types of reports.  JH- We should also have a SOP for anonymous complaints. MT- Check the DEP manual. NG also signed off on a BOH form for 210 South Row Road. A septic system had been put in and was confirmed that the grading to the septic system had been completed. In the future, 119 Main Street would like to amend their OOC for the High School. They are looking to install AstroTurf where the football field exists.

MT opened the hearing at 8:00pm.  The public hearing had been closed with a 2 to 2 tie. The Town Administrator advised Con Com to vote again. Hearing was open to deliberate. JP and VK were absent, but had submitted statements to the Con Com. MT read a statement from VK dated 1-13-17, not in favor of the project. MT read a statement from JP dated 1-3-17, not in favor of the proposed project. JH stated that he was pleased with the site walk conducted with Fish and Game and the approval from Natural Heritage. He is in favor of the project. JD was not present at the 12-14-16 meeting where the issue was discussed, however, he reviewed the minutes and signed the Missed Meeting form.  MT’s opinion is that the issues were worked out.  The questions were answered form Natural Heritage and Fish and Wildlife. The driveway had been moved further away from the wetland. Mr. LoPilato provided mitigation by giving a portion of the parcel to Conservation. The mitigation will do a lot for the town. In regards to the title, the Planning Board will address the issue.  The approval would be with the condition that the land will be transferred prior to work, as well as native plantings and re-stabilizing any effected areas in the 35’ no disturb area. JD- it is a warm water fishery. We have waived the 35’ no disturb before. The title question is not our issue to decide. MT motions to issue OOC to 308-640 finding that the project is a limited project not requiring all performance standards,  accepting the land donation as mitigation, and to grant a  waiver under the bylaw for 35’ No Disturb of wetland.  Special Conditions: 
1. The mitigation land will be conveyed prior to the start of work. 

2. All disturbed areas will be stabilized and planted with native species. 

JH seconded. JD –Yes. Unanimous. 

JH motion to close hearing. JD seconded. All in favor.

NG spoke with JP in a previous conversation in regards to game cameras holding their weight in prosecution. NG also spoke with Karen Chapman about Con Com already having a camera.  KC said that Con Com does have a camera somewhere. NG noted that someone had previously suggested using the GPS function on personal cell phone, however, when you are in a dense area the reception is not good and will disable the GPS function. The Garmin unit would work well for the price and he has experience with the software. JD would like a Standard Operating Procedure for offenders in the near future.
3.5 Discuss stewardship of Meetinghouse Park- Con Com would like to consider opening up the property for the Boy Scouts use. MT asked NG what rules he would like to incorporate with the use of the land. MT suggested that it may need to be done by permit, as there will be a need for sanitary utilities. Con Com will need to look into the liability and what permits would need to be issued for the use.
  3.6 Review and consider volunteer recommendations for appointment to Conservation Commission – Karen Hill and James Le Cuyer were present. Christine Vitale and Rick Gritt were not present.  MT asked JL why he would like to be on the Con Com.  JL has been on the Board of Health for 15 years now. He has experience in the field, water table knowledge and has assisted with the installation of septic systems. When NMRHS showed him the plan for the septic system, he had the knowledge to know that that it was improper and advised the engineers. 
MT asked KH why she would like to be on the Con Com.  KH recently moved to town and has been coming to the Con Com meetings for four years now. In that four years, she has learned a lot about how conservation works and also has knowledge from her previous husband, who was an environmental scientist. She can assist the board with the processes involving building. She has a wide science background, which includes botany course work. 

JH thinks that they both will bring a lot to the table.  

JD moves to bring JL to the Conservation Commission. MT seconded. All in favor.

JH moves to approve Karen Hill to the Conservation Commission. JD seconded. All in favor.
