Agent’s Report- NG – Checked out the Storm water project on 3 Wheeler Road. They may be looking to extend the driveway. JD Abstains, as he is an abutter.  Erosion Control is in place. NG will check in with them monthly. NG went with Michelle Decoteau, from the Planning Dept. to 1 Sauna Row Road, Mr. Howe’s property, to sign off on the inter-departmental form.  Building form from 132 Warren Road was signed off on as well as 109 North End Road. NG also noted that there was an OOC in 2003 that had not been issued a COC. The property has since changed hands. MT- the Landowner will need to have the order recorded and the COC will be issued afterwards. NG also conducted a site walk of Brookline Rd. NG spoke to the property owner that reported a missed tree on Coppersmith Way. The issue is resolved. The engineer for Harbor Village shopping center will be coming in next week to discuss plans for a new project. NG found the camera that belongs to Con Com, however, the GPS was not found. NG reported that the Boy Scouts reached out to Conservation looking for work. The board recommended help with the soccer fields and trail clearing in early April. VK- there will be cutting back of the trails on May 6, they could join in on that as well. They could also assist in the cleanup of the Squannacook. MT- let’s find the permit for the cleanup to review the dates. VK believes that the permit expires Oct 17, 2017. NG has also reached out to the Highway Dept.to schedule a meeting for drafting a MOU for road resurfacing.

A site walk will be conducted by Con Com on Saturday, February 11, 2017.
