1.3 Topics not reasonably anticipated by the Chair 48 hours in advance of the meeting- None
1.4 Chair’s Report- MT noted that he spoke with MACC in regards to legal notices for Meadow Road 
Lots 1,2 and 3.  MACC confirmed that we should have three legal notices for each lot as, opposed to 
one. Karen Chapman processed the Legal notices on Monday. Site visit for 1 Brown Road was cancelled due 
to the snow. 
1.5 Agent’s Report- NG has a few questions to ask Con Com. There is a condominium on 40-56 Fitchburg Road that are proposing a solar farm. The area was covered in snow, but the building department would like for Conservation to sign off on it. MT- wait until the snow melts so that you can get good measurements of the vernal pool. NG received a call in regards to 104 Old Turnpike Road. They will need a telephone pole installed. MT suggests that they come in and show Con Com on the plan where the pole will go. In regards to Old Meeting House Park, should we limit the Boy Scouts to hand tools?  VK- Yes, it should be limited to hand tools. MT- If an adult is present then it should be ok to allow a chainsaw.  Reminder about complaint on 185 Fitchburg Road. MT-start a log, use the complaint form and go out when the snow melts, attempting to complete a site visit from the road. If that is not possible, you may have to contact the homeowner. VK- someone else expressed concern to her about digging on that property.

     3.1 Presentation by North County Land Trust – Jasse Bratco from North County Land Trust was present.  
Their organization received a grant to conduct inventory of farmland. They would like to map out 
soils that are nutrient rich so that they could possibly avoid development in those areas. Developing 
is increasing and farmland is typically the first to be sought after.  This could help in preserving 
Townsend farmland.  
     3.2 Discussion with Tom Zajac, Engineer from Harbor Village Shopping Center – Tom Zajac 
representing Main St. Townsend LLC who is owner of the Harbor Shopping Center.  They would 
like to develop the two vacant lots next to the plaza. There is a large wetland on the property. VK- is 
this property in the ACEC?  It is confirmed that this is in the ACEC. MT- It is in direct connection 
to the Squannacook River and is possibly in the ORW.  JH- This project would not be approved as it 
is in a critical area. MT- It is a wetland with a stream flowing out of it. We could not fill a wetland and issue a waiver of the Townsend Wetland Bylaw to create a parking lot.

MT 
seconded. All in favor.
