Meeting Minutes
                        January 6, 2010
Campinha:

The 6th of January, 2010.  It’s about 4:07 and we are  going to open the meeting.  We will do roll call.  Present there is Dr. Gleason, Charles Gleason, myself, Guy Campinha, Diane and Tom.  Everybody is here.  The Board is here and we are ready to take care of business and get rolling.  Okay.  On the agenda first thing at 4:05 is Board of Health, Associate Member interview Bob Brady.  We have interviewed you before I believe.  We talked to you and we are getting ready to submit and before we submitted your name, we wanted to interview you again and tell you what we are doing and make sure it is okay.  And we have a new member and if anybody has any questions, we thought we would take care of that and move forward.  Does anybody have any questions on the Board of Mr.  Brady?

Diane:


I don’t have any questions for him.  Do you have any questions for us?
Brady:

Statement.

Campinha:

We are going to move forward and submit your name, Bob and we will go from there.  We are going to make the appointment and you know how this works in the Town.  One of the concerns we had was if this was going to be a platform for a political agenda or an actual regulartory Board, as we are.   A non-political position as you will.  And I wanted to address with you and tell you where we are coming from.  We tend to stay non-political.  We just serve the public.  

Brady:
I don’t have a personal.  I do have the ambition of seeing a better community.  There is a lot of dysfunction over the past year.  I tend to get mentioned simply because I speak out.  And I will continue.  And I, in my opinion  think that things are not being managed well or they are not being governed by law properly as per Mass General or the Charter in Wareham.  But this will have no interference whatsoever with whatever the Board of Health’s agenda is.
Campinha:
And honestly, I wouldn’t expect you to be quiet.  I would expect your honest interaction with this Board in sincerity.  That is what we expect.  

Ethier:
I just want to mention one thing.  Mr.  Brady has signed up to be on the medical reserve corps as a volunteer.  He was here last night for the entire clinic.  

Campinha:
Great – Thanks for coming.  We look forward to talking to you soon.  Okay.  We might as well move on right into our 4:15.   Is anyone here for the Apple Street properties?   Okay we have a few minutes.  Bob we have got 5 minutes, can we get some of your report out of the way?

Ethier:
Health Agent’s Report:  Chapter II Inspections, we did 6.  Perc Tests:  we did 5.  Title V Inspections: we did 5.  Complaints Investigated:  We had 12 garbage and nuisance since the last time we met.  We had 2 Food Service, which were complaints over the phone that they had purchased some food and they got sick and they didn’t seem to want it investigated.  Without any information or without any lab tests and certainly if we had something to back it up like further complaints but we did call and we did follow up on it.  It did not go any further.   Condemnations: we had 1 in Onset.  I have spoken with the chairman about that.  While I was in there I found several violations and it is dangerous for him to be in there.   He does not have heat.  The house has been foreclosed on.  We are trying to help him.  I located a nephew who knows him very little.  We took him down to the apartment that Wareham Housing found for him.  Emergency Response:  New Years morning, I was in Friendly and was called by Wareham Fire.  I made them get rid of all the food that was involved and clean up the whole area.   At 5 o’clock in the afternoon I went back for a re-inspection and everything was cleaned up. That’s about it.

Campinha:

Thank you.  I want to tell the Board, as I was talking to Bob about these things, I was concerned that he wasn’t getting the proper cooperation from the different departments for legal advice and so forth.  So, I explained to him in the future, please get help from the different Boards and don’t take everybody’s responsibility of the different departments in the Town.  He goes above and beyond.  He does his job and he does other department jobs.  And I am concerned about that because we are understaffed anyways and it takes it away from thing that are important to us too.  Okay.  I am going to say …..   Anyone here from 5 Apple and 3 Apple.  No.  Well we are going to move forward.  Let’s just move on and we can get back to it.  We are going to move on to the 4:25.  The Town of Wareham licensed Rubbish Haulers discussion.  Howland, ABC, Cassella, Allied.  There are a couple of things we want to go over today.  We need your names.  Jerry Duggan from ABC, Eben Howland from Howland Disposal,  Cassella?, [390].  Okay.  I don’t want to take a lot of your time.  
I would like to get monthly reports.  I don’t need the slips just a monthly report regarding the tonnage and what percent of that is recycled.  We have been asked to move forward in the area of recycling and have a company as an exclusive hauler of the Town of Wareham.  We want to get all the information we can from you to better serve the community and   be fair to everybody.  I think we are not recycling enough.  Recycling is going to be something we look real hard at.  As of right now it is residential.  I can fin d out if it covers commercial.  I understood that it was to be a community effort and pay as you go.  

Ethier:

Since I have been here in 6 years going on 7 years, we have had the haulers before us 3 times.  We have read the regulations.  We have asked for different things and for the most part you have complied.  I think this meeting was generated as a workshop.  The biggest complaint to my office is that they don’t recycle.  They don’t provide a tote for recycling.  It is not our business to regulate the price you charge.  We are in the lower range of recycling within our Town.  We need some numbers from you guys.  

Campinha:

We need to get reports monthly.  We need to come up with what is the best way to proceed.  You guys are in the trenches and you will be notified of any further meetings and will be welcome to come.  We need all the information we can get to  make an informed decision.  I thank you for coming in and sincerely mean that I want anything you may want to submit.  

Campinha:   

I believe we have interviews for the people for that position.  I believe there are 7.   

Ethier:

We had 8 but one cancelled.  Let me go out and see if anybody is here.
