Meeting Opened at 4:05 

4:05 Galen Thompson, Jr. Application for Tattoo Establishment and Application for Tattoo Practitioner – Perfect Pain.

Allen:


Have you read the Rules and Regulations that are the Board of Health requirements?

Thompson:

Yes.

Allen:


And has your application been submitted to the office4?
Thompson:

Yes.

Allen:


Okay.  The other question that I have is about your autoclave but I see that you have the model number here.  So I reviewed what you have here and everything looks in line for the application.

T. Gleason:

Are you using reusable instruments?
Thompson:

The needles are all brand new and they get thrown away after every use.  There are metal tubes that go in the tattoo machines, they sit in cleaner and they get cleaned and then again and get rinsed out and then they go into the autoclave.  And packaged.  There are extra steps taken.

Allen:


Who is the owner of the establishment?
Thompson:

I am the owner.

Allen:


And you are also applying for Application for Tattoo Practitioner.  And I have reviewed all your paperwork.  Your CPR is up to date, your First Aid training and you tested for blood borne pathogens class.  You have your anatomy and physiology class.  Oops this is blank here, my mistake.  And you experience is over two years.  And you have had your hepatitis shots, right?

Thompson:

Yes.
Allen:


I have all his paperwork here.

Campinha:

Okay.  So, he has everything he needs?
Allen:


Yes.

Campinha:

Isn’t there something, after you are done taking the series, isn’t there some type of report that states that you do have the antibody?

Thompson:

Yes.  I think on the third shot they tell you whether you got your ….

Campinha:

So, you have done that part?
Thompson:

Yes.

Campinha:

And that is in there, the results?  

Allen:


No, that result is not in here.

Campinha:

I am just curious.  How do we verify that again?

T. Gleason:

There is controversy on that.  There is a certain percentage of people who do not have detectable antibodies.  But that doesn’t necessarily mean that they are not covered because if the do come in contact, they can recruit antibodies to fight the infection.  So, there is some debate as to whether a negative antibody test really means that they are not immune.

Campinha:

So just for verification, just having the series of shots is enough.  

Ethier:

Mr. Chairman and members of the Board, this gentleman is going to be the owner/operator of  …. And what is the name it is going to be?

Thompson:

Perfect Pain

Ethier:

Perfect Pain.  This is going to be at the old Stain of Cain.  Remember the Stain of Cain, operated by Al Hume?  They are going to use the same building as where In the Pink used to be.  It’s two different buildings.  They were owned by the Stain of Cain and then he sold, right and it is owned by the same gentleman that bought the both of them, right?

Thompson:

Yes.

Ethier:

So, he is renting the property to you, right? 
Thompson:

Right.

Campinha:

What concerns me is that we have two separate buildings, two separate work stations and these work stations have sinks and these do not.  Are sinks required in the work station?
Thompson:

Yes.  We are going to have sinks put in them.  There was already sinks in that building but they guy took them out for some reason.  Plumbing is already in the walls.  I will have a licensed plumber come in and reattach the sinks.  

Campinha:

I think we should take this in two parts, the application ….  How is the best way to handle that?
Ethier:

He will not get a license through us yet because we have not inspected the building.  So we can put that aside until such time.

Campinha:

Bring it back when it is all ready to go.   As far as his application for a Tattoo Practitioner, I think that is something we can act upon.  We have enough information.   I will entertain a Motion.  

Allen:


I make a Motion that we approve the Application for Tattoo Practitioner for Gaylen Thompson, Jr.

Gleason:

Second.

Campinha:

Oaky.  So you have that.  You can work with Bob as far as getting actual application license and all that for the establishment for itself.  

Thompson:

We have a checklist to go by to make sure we are up to it all.

Campinha:

Now the 4:10 - Lenny Denson, Application for Tattoo Practitioner and Application for Piercing Practitioner – Perfect Pain.

Allen:


I have reviewed  all your paperwork.  Your CPR is up to date, First Aid training, Blood Borne Pathogens, you have the Anatomy and Physiology.  The only thing that I do not have is documentation that you had your three, your series of Hepatitis shots.  
Denson:

That should be in there.

Allen:


No, the only thing I have is a report that you had a blood test.  

Denson:

I went through the series.

Allen:


But I need the documentation.  

Denson:

I [0082] Board of Health.

Allen:


That is just blood test.

Denson:

I took the Hep series.  

Allen:


But I didn’t see it in your paperwork

Ethier:

We need proof or confirmation.  If they were to provide you with something that says you did take the shots.  They in their files should have a copy of the records that say these are the shots you were given.  That’s all we need.
Denson:

That’s all I got out of that.  I had the Board of Health give me my third shot because I had the paperwork for the first two but the Board of Health never signed the third one.  So, I went to the Board of Health and then I took the Titer shot and that can up with that paper there.  Saying I had my antibodies.

Campionha:

I guess you do.  It says he has an immunity to the Hepatitis B virus.  I think what Diane is saying is that there is an actual verification of the shots and if that is the criteria, that is the criteria.  

Denson:

I had it but I do not know where it is.  

Campinha:

Go back to the Middleboro Board of Health and get the information you need to verify.  Until we get that information we will hold off acting on this.  

Ethier:

You can work on your shop and all but can not practice until we get the verification we need.

4:15 Hearing – 11 Cushman Road, G.A.F. Engineering – Variance to State Regulations – New Construction.

GAF:


Title V requires [128].  We requested a Variance to struck the system in an area where there is not a naturally occurring 4 feet of material.  This is actually an upgrade. 

Ethier:

You will need a new letter for us for the file.

Campinha:

It is an upgrade for a failed system on 11 Cushman, residential property.  If we act on this Variance – I don’t see how we can act on it.  Tell me what you are trying to do.  

GAF:


We are 10 inches shy of the 4 foot requirement.  

Campinha:

So the Variance is only because it is not natural, its added.  That is all you are asking for?

Ethier:

I have no questions.  That is an allowable Variance.  

C. Gleason:

I move that we grant the Variance on Map 28, Lot 38.

Allen:


Second.

Campinha:

So moved.  Just do the clerical stuff.

4:20 Hearing – 0 Juniper Street/14 Bayside Avenue, Deborah J. Rose – Complainant.
Rose:


I am here to compliment Mister Ethier in front of his Board for finally condemning 14 Bayside Avenue.  Thank you very much.  I would also like to make a suggestion if it is possible that the Board of Health investigate, some how penalizing people who bid on Town auction property if they have a record of problems with property they purchase.  The gentleman who purchased this property let it go down hill from the day he purchased it and he was what I would call an absentee landlord.  The house just went from a very nice house with a beautiful view to a town dump.  

Campinha:

I don’t know if that is in our jurisdiction.  But our Compliance Officer should help out in this issue.  We have a Compliance guy on board now to check out these types of properties.  He would probably move a lot quicker than you have experienced to get the problems rectified.  I don’t think we have the legal right to prevent someone from participating in an auction.   I think you are going to be seeing better solutions with the Compliance Officer.  

Discussion of previous problems.  

Campinha:
Let me go on record now and say that Mister Cruz from the Board of Selectmen, also Sewer Commissioners is now in attendance for our F.O.G. meeting.  Let’s do the Health Agent’s Report done while we wait for other folks.

Ethier:
Perc tests performed this week were 0, Chapter II inspections were 7, Title V inspections performed, and that is inspecting a Title V installation, and there were 2, Complaints investigated, since we met last time, Garbage and Nuisance there are a total of 8, which is the average for one week.  Food Services, we had 2 Complaints.  Condemnations we had 2.  
T. Gleason:
What were the complaints?

Ethier:
One of the complaints was a complaint lodged by yourself.  

Campinha:
We were in a seat by the windows and we were noticing that the servers, the ladies, were grabbing the food and rearranging them on the plate and bringing them to the people eating with no gloves.  So we e-mailed Red Robin and told them what we found.  Red Robin wrote back and said it was standard practice and they washed their hands quite often.  I talked with Bob and it is not the way to go about it.  

Ethier:
The second complaint was a lady from Yarmouth.  She said she ate at the Red Robin and was ill.  She was in the bathroom and saw an employee who did not wash their hands.  There is not much we really can do.   


Condemnations was 1, this building.   Dave went out with our new Compliance Officer on the other one.  We issue a letter to correct and if not within 30 days they get a condemnation letter.  Emergency Response, I have been out to a few of them.  There was an oil and grease separator by the Franconia Fuel area.  I called DEP and several others and decided to follow standard protocol and issue an order to remove the tanks.  The other was a sewer spill in Onset Saturday night, a back up in the pipe between Independence Marina and then end of Chubuck Street.  Beaches were closed for shell-fishing and the DEP was notified. 
Campinha:

Any other business?

Ethier:
I could touch on a couple of cases.  Mister Phillips down the road.  I was there last week.  It is going before the Judge on the 11th.  Hopefully we will get some compliance.  I will be at the DEP with Brock Tucy from Maple Park.  He is filing bankruptcy.  Makepeace has called me to ask me what type of….  I think they are trying to buy some land from him and maybe that will keep him in business.  I am only there to help him and answer questions for Makepeace.  


The homeless program is a big thing going on in town now.  There are four churches that are being used to give an overnite to the homeless.   We have a task force now to check on many of these issues.
